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Foreword 

 From Hell,  a project of dizzying complexity and unflinching nerve, brought together two respected yet stubbornly idiosyncratic talents, Alan Moore and Eddie Campbell, and sent them on a ten-year journey of  creation, through a mazy process spanning three countries and thousands of  miles. It came to epitomize the collaborative Graphic Novel in all its too-rarely-achieved potential. Certainly  From Hell has a spot on any serious list of  the best graphic novels of  the past twenty-five years, and indeed stands as a prototype of  what the graphic novel can be. It’s the proverbial landmark book, and dense in a way that few other comics have achieved. 

It’s easy enough to say that  From  Hell depicts the infamous Whitechapel slayings of  1888 — the so-called Jack the Ripper murders — as a conspiracy theorist’s dream. 

It’s easy to say that the conspiracy in question involves Freemasonry, esoterism, and a purposeful, sinister, occult vision of  history. But the novel goes further, implicating the violent misogyny of  all of  Victorian society, from Queen Victoria on down — and the misogyny of our own time. Moore and Campbell do propose a more humane and feminist view, but only after dragging us, without blinking, through unimaginable horrors. 

Beyond these brief  gestures toward explanation,   From Hell is an achievement that defies summary, a book that warrants documentation and commentary. That is precisely what Eddie Campbell offers here, and abundantly: the archive of   From Hell made public, along with his own ringside commentary as the artist who visualized the novel’s grand design. 

Besides  From Hell’ s notoriety, the most obvious reason for a companion   volume is the novel’s daunting complexity. In  From Hell’s chapter nine, shortly before William Gull’s final ritualistic murder, Mary Kelly describes the pervasive sense of  predestination she felt immediately before the death of  her first husband:  “It was like things had a pattern I couldn’t quite see. It’s like there was a kind of  lace tyin’ things together. A kind of  lace over everything.”  Our job as readers is to search for the hidden strands of  lace — the symbols, the motifs, the repetitions — that knot the narrative together, and this companion is an indispensable guide to  From Hell’s strands of  meaning. 

Moore and Campbell sew many of  these strands into early chapters of the book, so that they can reappear and take on new meanings in new contexts, across the length of   From  Hell.  Consider, for instance, the passages in the book that reference supernatural vision. On the second page of  the prologue, Robert Lees confesses that he only pretended to have mystical visions (“The attention, that was the thing…”), but his visions 

“all came true anyway.”  From  Hell is full of  prophetic visions experienced, hallucinated, and/or faked by many other characters besides Lees, and the truth or falsehood of each  is  difficult  to  determine.  Gull  interprets  his  first  vision,  of   the  hybrid  god  Jahbulon, as a harbinger of  his great service to Queen Victoria, but Jahbulon could also be a mirage produced by the stroke Gull suffers while walking up a steep hill. In chapter eight, after he triumphantly slaughters a prostitute he believes to be the last of  the blackmailers he has been ordered to silence, Gull sees a phallic skyscraper — a grandchild of  the obelisks 5
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that, in his view, bind London in a circuit of  patriarchal power — and momentarily vanishes. 

Coachman Netley loses track of  Gull “for a minute,” and panics. Despite all this magical fanfare, however, Gull has actually killed the wrong woman, and so his “grand work” remains incomplete. Are the skyscraper and Gull’s disappearance symptoms of  a madness shared between Gull and Netley, or are these supernatural signs somehow true? Did Gull make it up? Did it come true anyway? 

Chapter fourteen of   From Hell, the final chapter before the book’s epilogue, is one long cascade of  weird visions that Gull experiences as his body dies in a Dickensian asylum for the mentally ill (fittingly, Gull has ended up in the same situation he consigned Annie Crook to in chapter two). Gull’s visions include blood raining from the sky, ghosts with scales for skin, and assorted vignettes featuring notorious English murderers of  the twentieth century, but in his footnotes Moore cites real-life eyewitness accounts of  these Fortean events. Gull’s ectoplasmic journey concludes with a trip to the clouds, where he meets such mythic beings as Thoth, Apollo and Jesus, who guide Gull’s attention to a hill (another hill, a twin to Jahbulon’s hill) and a scene that presents the strongest strand of  hope in all of   From Hell. If  we write off  Gull’s visions as 6
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the hallucinations of  a dying madman, we lose the redemption too. 

The visions and prophecies that spin throughout  From Hell are only a small part of  Moore and Campbell’s web. In chapter two, the sixteen-year-old Gull cuts open a wild mouse; much later, at a key moment in chapter sixteen, three young girls offer an alternative to Gull’s “we murder to dissect” scientism as they speak of  catching a frog and then letting it go. Also in chapter two, Campbell draws the arc of  Gull’s life in panels that never show the man’s face; later, numerous scenes hide from us the face of  another significant character, 

“Emma,” the logistics of  which Campbell discusses here on pages 132-133.  The From Hell 

 Companion  untangles and explicates many subtleties like this: it’s an insightful guide to the narrative structures, explicit and hidden, that Moore and Campbell wove into the graphic novel. Campbell calls these connections and repetitions “echoes” (see pages 148-149 here), and, happily, Moore and Campbell have now shared their echoes with the world. 

Beyond its value as a formal primer,  The  From  Hell  Companion also tells a personal story. It chronicles a deep friendship and artistic collaboration between two rather 7
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unalike yet sympathetic minds. Moore, then fresh from his triumphs in the world of  mainstream superhero comics, and Campbell, a veteran of  Britain’s inspiring small-press comics movement, brought their disparate talents and energies (Moore’s architectonic sense of  narrative structure, Campbell’s grasp of  visual culture and history) together for what turned out to be a life-changing project for both. This companion is an honest, lived-in, wryly personal, prodigiously entertaining account of  that collaboration, which covered so many years and demanded so much effort. 

A work of  autobiography as well as archaeology,  The  From  Hell  Companion roots the graphic novel in the lives of  its creators as well as in all-important larger contexts, and the result is a visionary guide to a visionary book: an essential entry in the shelf  of  must-read books on the history of  comics.

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Introduction

I was having a problem drawing the alligator. 

In a moment early in the script for  FROM HELL, that enormous graphic novel set in the grimy, sooty and grimly realistic East End of  Victorian London and celebrated for its realism, Alan Moore, writer extraordinaire, was asking me, Eddie Campbell, illustrator of  said work, to draw an alligator waddling in the gutter. 

We didn’t often have problems that I had to phone Alan about, but this was giving me a sleepless night. I just didn’t feel that I could keep up the level of  authenticity we had already established in the opening chapters with this American swamp lizard waddling around in the foreground. I’m not saying such a thing was an impossibility. I just didn’t feel that I could put it in there convincingly, with authority. It was me that was at fault, no doubt about it, but if  he valued that authenticity, would he be okay with me fudging around that detail? Yes, okay, he said, as long as I got the rest in. 

So here is the rest. These are the panels as they appeared in the printed book (Chapter 3, Page 5), followed by Alan’s script for the scene. Marie Kelly is making her way across town towards Whitechapel. 



MARIE NOW CONTINUES DOWN COMMERCIAL STREET TOWARDS SPITALFIELDS MARKET, DOWN AT 

THE END OF BRUSHFIELD STREET NEAREST TO CHRIST CHURCH. THE CHURCH ITSELF PROBABLY 

ISN’T VISIBLE HERE. IN THE FOREGROUND WE SEE THE BIZARRE, DIRTY, SPRAWLING POCKET-WORLD THAT IS THE MARKETPLACE. EVERYTHING CONCEIVABLE IS FOR SALE OR DISPLAY; IN 

THE FOREGROUND, A MAN LEADS A SKINNY ALBINO MALE THROUGH THE STREET, A ROPE ABOUT 

THE POOR CREATURE’S NECK. THE ALBINO’S HAIR IS LONG AND STRAGGLY, HIS PALE BROWS 

TURNED UPWARDS IN ABJECT MISERY, AS HE’S LED THROUGH THE FILTHY AND CLAMOROUS 

STREETS. SOMEWHERE NEARBY, A BOY HOLDS UP A FISTFUL OF YELLOWING HADDOCK, CALLING 

OUT TO THE PASSING CROWDS. ELSEWHERE A FAT WOMAN WITH A STRAWBERRY MARK PARADES HER 
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TRAY OF WHELKS. FROM THE BACKGROUND, MARIE WALKS NONCHALANTLY TOWARDS THIS PRESS 

OF BODIES AND VITALITY, THINKING MORE ABOUT THE COLD SPERM TRICKLING DOWN HER LEGS 

THAN THE VARIOUS WARES UPON DISPLAY. 

I confess that, unbeknownst to Alan, and swiftly needing a subject for a public reading, I once narrated this actual text, with the pictures projected as above. At this stage, I paused, looked at the audience, who had been transported into this expansive vision of  a surreal street market that goes on forever, and then I said, ‘Panel 2.’

NOW MARIE PUSHES THROUGH THE MARKET CROWD, APPROACHING US DOWN BRUSHFIELD STREET. 

BEHIND HER, DOMINATING THE WHOLE SCENE LIKE A GIANT STANDING OVER WHITECHAPEL, WE SEE THE GHASTLY, SEPULCHRAL MASS OF CHRIST CHURCH; A GOTHIC MONSTROSITY THAT 

PSYCHOLOGICALLY OVERSHADOWS ITS ENVIRONMENT. AROUND MARIE THE STREET VENDORS ARE 

MILLING AS SHE WALKS TOWARDS US, IGNORING THE BUSTLE AROUND HER AND FOOLISHLY 

TURNING HER BACK UPON NICHOLAS HAWKSMOOR’S AWFUL, WATCHFUL CREATION, LOOMING THERE 

BEHIND HER. 

And then to the third panel in this sequence, its dimensions of  less than three inches by two inches hopelessly inadequate to the task requested of  it: HAVING TURNED LEFT AT THE BOTTOM OF BRUSHFIELD STREET, MARIE IS NOW WALKING ALONG 

CRISPIN STREET TOWARDS THE BRITANNICA PUBLIC HOUSE AT THE CORNER OF CRISPIN 

STREET AND DORSET STREET. WE CAN JUST SEE A LITTLE OF THE PUB OVER TO THE RIGHT 

OF THE BACKGROUND HERE AS WE LOOK ACROSS THE STREET AT MARIE FROM THE MOUTH OF AN 

ALLEYWAY. IN THE ALLEY ARE A BOY OF NINE AND A GIRL OF TEN. THE BOY KNEELS AMONGST 

THE FILTH AND RUBBISH AND ROTTING FRUIT, HIS TROUSERS AROUND HIS KNEES. THE GIRL, POSSIBLY HIS SISTER, SITS AGAINST THE OPPOSITE WALL OF THE ALLEY WITH HER LEGS 

SPLAYED. ONE OF HER HANDS IS ROOTING BETWEEN HER OWN LEGS WHILE THE OTHER REACHES 

OUT AND TAKES HOLD, INEXPERTLY, OF THE BOY’S ERECTION. BOTH CHILDREN ARE GRINNING 

ENTHUSIASTICALLY, AND BOTH ARE VERY DIRTY. NEITHER OF THEM HAVE ANY PUBIC HAIR 

YET, AND THEIR ACTIVITIES HAVE A SORT OF SQUALID AND YET PURE INNOCENCE ABOUT 

THEM THAT CAN PERHAPS BE FOUND AMONGST THOSE THAT ARE BORN DAMNED. ACROSS THE 

STREET WALKING FROM LEFT TO RIGHT FROM THE CORNER OF BRUSHFIELD STREET TOWARDS THE 

BRITANNIA, MARIE GLANCES ACROSS THE STREET, TOWARDS THE CHILDREN IN THE FOREGROUND, HER EXPRESSION ONE OF BLAND DISINTEREST. THE CHILDREN TAKE NO NOTICE OF MARIE 

WHATSOEVER. 

I never discussed the illustration of  any of  this with Alan. It was demanding all my mental strength just to hang on in there, like a passenger in a loop-the-looping two-seater biplane with no safety belt. But I was certain he harboured resentment toward me for just leaving out all that rich detail. My whole way of  thinking about pictures and about old London couldn’t accommodate it. Anyway, two years later, in Chapter 6, he managed to get it all back in there, putting it in the dialogue where I couldn’t play fast and loose with any of  it:  ( The following 6 panels are not all consecutive, with a break after 4) 10
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Alan Moore’s big scripts were already famous late in 1988 when I got the call.  Watchmen had been a continuous celebration   for two years by that time. But Alan had fallen out with the publisher, DC Comics, and was determined to reinvent his career in a way that did not involve corporate manipulations. His first moves consisted of, on the one hand, self-publishing  Big Numbers with Bill Sienkiewicz as illustrator, and on the other he lined up a second book to be serialized in  Taboo,  the new horror anthology published by fellow discontent Steve Bissette. This was to be a complex retelling of  the story of  the Whitechapel murders of  1888. Alan and Steve set their minds to choosing an artist for the job. Like Alan, I had already appeared in the first issue of   Taboo (Nov 1988) with a short story,  The Pyjama Girl. I had also worked with Alan once before when I illustrated Globetrotting  for  Agoraphobics  ( in   Knockabout,  1985).  But my work was otherwise about the contemporary and the quotidian. Horror was not my thing and I must have seemed an odd choice to illustrate the doings of  the most infamous serial killer in history, Jack the Ripper. The rationale, as Steve explained, was that  “It was essential that the artist not 

 be seduced by the violence inherent in the tale...” 
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And so it was off  and running.  FROM HELL appeared in  Taboo for six issues of  that publication, and then was assembled and completed in ten volumes of  its own title between 1991 and August 1996, published by Tundra and then Kitchen Sink Press. An eleventh volume,  The Dance of  the Gull Catchers,  being an appendix, was added two years later in September 1998. The complete work was first published all in one book, under my own Eddie Campbell Comics imprint (all of  our previous publishers having by then gone out of  business), in the last month of  the old millennium, December 1999. It has been continuously in print since then in about twenty languages, still increasing as I write this. When I say continuously, I’m  ignoring a one-year hiatus after the printer of  our US 

edition went bankrupt. Considering the collapses of  publishers, distributors and a printer, one has to marvel that the complete book got published at all. 



The scripts, on the other hand, were never meant for publication, but those for the prologue and first three chapters appeared in a limited hardcover in 1994, titled  From  Hell:  The  Compleat  Scripts  Volume  1.  In “an entertaining arabesque of  an introduction” Alan wrote that the scripts  “were written in the main without 

 regard for necessities of literary style, intended only for the eyes of my esteemed 

 collaborator...  I  still  have  no  idea  why  anyone  would  find  a  mass  of  long-

 winded  and  often  repetitious  stage  directions  edifying.”    Rich Kreiner, in his lengthy and excellent review in  The Comics Journal,  wrote:  “The From Hell scripts present 

 the intent of one talent untroubled by practicalities and wholly unmediated by 

 a  second  talent.  Moore  routinely  invokes  sensations  outside  the  ability  of  his 

 medium,  let  alone  of  any  co-conspirator.  It’s  not  simply  the  red  scarf,  or  the 

 brown tweed of the royal henchman, in a black and white comic. It’s not just the 

 case of impossibly expansive panoramas, equally impossible manipulations 

 of  lighting,  or  the  crushing  burden  of  enriching  details.  The  sensibility  that 

 animates this book, this series of instructions, is an incessant and irrepressible 

 evocation  of  the  full  range  of  human  faculties.  There’s  an  inextinguishable, 

 headlong precision, an unapologetic pan-sensual pungency utilized to establish 

 mood, action, and motivation.” (TCJ 173, Dec. 1994) I lived with the  FROM HELL scripts for ten years between December 1988, when I received the pages for the prologue plus Chapter 1, and 1998, when I drew the final panel in the  Gull Catchers. These scripts are rich with incident and information that didn’t always, or couldn’t, find its way onto the printed page, and also with the revealing give-and-take between writer and artist that can be of  interest to anyone hoping to get into this lunatic way of  making a living. Some very fine writing is buried in these scripts, and nobody has ever read it except me. I have selected what I find to be the most memorable pages, ninety out of  a possible five hundred and one, and I present them here in narrative order, with commentary and some related illustrations. My hope is that they will create a different story, or at least a variation on the known one, happening at a subterranean level of  the narrative field. 
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Part 1: Stages

Regarding the use of  capital letters throughout the panel descriptions, note that the captions and dialogue in comic books were once exclusively lettered in capitals. 

Therefore, in a script, the text to be lettered would instantly stand out from the descriptions in sentence case, which were not to be lettered and were exclusively directed to the illustrator. When comics such as our present subject started using sentence case on the printed pages, Alan simply reversed the process and typed all his descriptions in capitals. 

I have no idea whether he is the only writer who has done so. I have followed his custom in the transcriptions. The word counts at the top of  each selection are my own addition, a statistic that is likely to be of  some interest. I’ve given the count for each entire page, even when I don’t transcribe all of  it. One other thing worth mentioning is that in the ten years we worked on the book, Alan rarely wrote a letter or memo to me that wasn’t contained in the text of  the script, therefore the extensive quotations from him that I’ve employed as commentary and opinion are otherwise taken from published interviews. 

The script pile is six inches deep but incomplete. Two chapters are no longer in my possession, and are not represented. However, that won’t hamper the story I want to tell; there’s plenty of  other stuff  in these 

pages, including excerpts from Alan’s notebooks 

(e.g.. the charming panel at left), in which we see his 

initial composition of  the work in a visual shorthand. 

I didn’t know these “thumbnail sketches” existed 

until Gary Spencer Millidge featured examples of  them in his recent book,  Alan Moore, Storyteller  (2011  Ilex  Press).  These  tiny  layouts  were  Alan’s  first  stage  of   organising his material before proceeding to the 

typescript. Gary used about one sixth of  the 

FROM HELL stuff  that he scanned, and 

he kindly sent it all to me on a disc. I have 

sketches for  four of  the chapters and the 

appendix. I also have a typed synopsis of  

the second half  of  FROM HELL, a curious 

document which I’ll explain in its place, which 

has a few remarkable alternative scenes in it. 

To complete the package I have included two 

sections of  colour images with some photos, 

covers and new, specially produced paintings. 

The material will throw up other novelties and 

surprises as we go along.

The contents as Alan had them worked out in mid-1992, around the time of  Chapter 5, deducing from the neighbouring material in the notebook from which this came. Four chapters (6,7,8,10 above) don’t yet have their final titles, but the great debunking that is  The Dance of  the Gull Catchers is already in place. Dramatic accounts of  the Ripper story usually manoeuvre the Kelly murder into the climactic moment, as indeed was the case with the movie adaptation of   FROM HELL. Alan is avoiding that position but later moves even further from the formula. The numbering above is of  the ‘sixteen installments’ 

as declared on the first page of  the prologue, rather than the chapters (i.e. 14 

chapters plus prologue and epilogue), but essentially Druitt’s story is between the second and third murders but will later be moved to after the final, the fifth, displacing Marie Kelly’s demise to earlier, in the third quarter of  the book. 

Overleaf, we see Alan looking back at the shape of  the book from five years after the above, with the epilogue done but  The Gull Catchers still a year away. 
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Extract from a 1997 interview with Alan Moore, 

shortly after the completion of  FROM HELL, in conversation (by fax) with Dave Sim, from the back pages of  Cerebus #217

 With  FROM HELL , the seed idea was that of murder, any 

 murder.  It  had  occurred  to  me  that  murder  is  a  human 

 event at the absolute extreme of the human experience. It 

 struck  me  that  an  in-depth  exploration  of  the  dynamics 

 of  a  murder  might  therefore  yield  a  more  extreme  and 

 unprecedented  kind  of  information.  All  that  needed  to  be 

 decided  upon  was  which  murder.  Perhaps  predictably,  I 

 never  even  considered  the  Whitechapel  murders  initially, 

 simply  because  I  figured  they  were  worn  out,  drained  of 

 any real vitality or meaning by the century of investigation 

 and publicity attached to them. I started out by trawling for 

 more  obscure  and  unusual  homicides  like  the  case  of  Dr  Buck  Ruxton,  for  example  (a  kind 

 of 1930s Lord Lucan figure who killed his wife and nanny but never managed to pull off the 

 necessary subsequent disappearance). 

   It  was  only  towards  the  end  of  1988,  with  so  much  Ripper  material 

 surrounding  me  in  the  media  on  account  of  it  being  the  centenary  of  the  murders,  that  I 

 began to understand that, firstly, there were still ways to approach the Whitechapel murders 

 that  might  expose  previously  unexplored  seams  of  meaning,  and  secondly  that  the  Ripper 

 story had all the elements that I was looking for. Set during fascinating and explosive times 

 in  a  city  rich  with  legend,  history  and  association,  the  case  touched  peripherally  upon  so 

 many  interesting  people  and  institutions  that  it  provided  the  precise  kind  of  narrative 

 landscape  that  I  required.  You  see,  to  some  extent  the  peripheries  of  murder…  the  myth, 

 rumour and folklore attached to a given case… had always seemed more potentially fruitful 

 and  rewarding  than  a  redundant  study  of  the  hard  forensic  facts  at  a  murder’s  hub.  This 

 traditional  approach  to  murder  might  tell  us  Whodunit  (which  is  admittedly  the  most 

 immediate of practical considerations), but it does not tell us what happened on any but the 

 most obvious and mechanical level. To find out anything truly significant, we must take the 

 plunge into myth and meaning, and to me a case with the rich mythopoeic backwaters of the 

 Whitechapel murders suddenly seemed like the perfect spot to go fishing. 

 Having  defined  the  purpose  and  the  territory  to  my  satisfaction,  I  then 

 undertook my preliminary reading of the ground site. By this, I mean that I visited and explored 

 the territory of the murders personally, and also that I explored the landscape of the murders in 

 terms of the literature surrounding the event. By this, I mean that I made a very broad reading 

 and mapping, as if from a considerable distance from the event itself. 

 This initial mapping gave me a glimpse of the whole territory in its entirety, if 

 not in detail. I could see what features of the narrative landscape seemed the most significant 

 and promising, even if I couldn’t provide a precise soil analysis at that point to say exactly 

 why they seemed promising. The mathematical theories of C. Howard Hinton, son of Gull’s 

 friend  James  Hinton,  seemed  promising.  The  Iain  Sinclair-inspired  reading  of  London  as 
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 a  mythic  and  historical  constellation  seemed  promising.  The  Masonic  theories  of  the  late 

 Stephen  Knight,  whether  true  or  not,  seemed  to  open  up  fascinating  territories  of  lore  and 

 tradition.  The  Masonic  notion  of  the  Universe,  of  space-time,  as  a  rough  and  solid  block 

 hewn out by the Great Architect, with the job of finishing the work left to the Great Architect’s 

 mortal  servants,  the  Dionysiac  Artificers  and  Freemasons,  well  that  seemed  to  fit  in  with 

 everything  else.  Hitler’s  conception  in  1888  seemed  highly  resonant.  The  matricentric/

 patriarchal  notions  of  myth  and  history  came  from  the  intuitive  reading  of  the  “London 

 Pentacle” as described in chapter four, filtered through the intuitions of Robert Graves. 

 Basically, what I’m saying is that, yes, I did have the broad shape of the 

 whole thing in my head, with many of the details already there, before I started. By chapter 

 two,  for example, I already had the Monster-Ripper-Halifax Slasher-Moors Murderers-Peter 

 Sutcliffe arc of murder that we see in the last chapter firmly in my head. I did not, however, 

 find out about Ian Brady’s childhood vision of the floating head until later. I knew that I’d 

 later be alluding to Brady when I had Gull ponder aloud the familiarity of the name Brady 

 Street during the first murder, but I was not then aware that Brady’s partner Myra Hindley 

 would have her own name commemorated by the sacking manufacturer’s premises outside 

 which  the  third  murder  occurred.  I  knew  that  the  last  line  of  the  whole  book  would  be 

 Robert Lees’s “I think there’s going to be another war,” but I didn’t decide to use the Von 

 Stuck painting of the  Wild Hunt,   painted with Adolf Hitler’s adult face superimposed upon 

 the god Odin in 1889, the year of Hitler’s birth, until about a month before the last issue 

 went to press. I knew that Netley would be dying before the book concluded and that the 

 obelisks were somehow important to the symbology of the book, but I hadn’t at this point 

 found all that marvelous shit about Netley’s coach colliding with an obelisk and spilling 

 his brains on the cobbles. 

 The thing is, if that first high-altitude mapping is perceptive and accurate 

 enough, whatever tiny surface details are unearthed upon closer inspection are bound to fit 

 right into it somewhere. That’s how I work, anyway. 

 As  regards  my  self-deprecating  tone  during  the  appendices,  it  wasn’t 

 modesty so much as a gruff attempt at apology for having done such a fucking sloppy and

 unprofessional  job. I mean, “I think I read this in some book somewhere but I can’t for the 

 life of me remember which one and I can’t be bothered to look 

 for it” is hardly the high standard of investigative reportage 

 that  FROM HELL  is often touted as being, is it? And the fact 

 that something hasn’t been done in comics before is really no 

 excuse  for  doing  a  sloppy  job.  There’s  nothing  at  all  wrong 

 with bushels. Sometimes one needs something to hide under. 

 Then  again,  you’re  probably  right  and  I’m  probably  being 

 too hard on myself. At least I didn’t forget to draw the main 

 character’s head. 



We’ll return to the business about the head in its proper place, but for now we go back to the beginning, to page one. 
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Prologue, page 1

 

At the beginning of  FROM  HELL, 

the scripts would arrive a chapter at a time in a 

formidable bundle; one of  them even came bound 

at the side. A pile of  reference materials, including 

photos and books, would accompany them. This 

2000-word opener, mostly describing the intimate 

details of  a rotting seagull, plunged me head first 

into the horrors of   FROM  HELL. While I can 

imagine a film opening exactly as Alan describes 

this scene, complete with an eerie buzzing noise, 

I found that the vertical frame of  our panels was 

not conducive to it, so I amalgamated the three 

opening panels into one emblematic banner. 



There exist two slightly different versions 

of the prologue. In one, Robert Lees is without a 

hat, as he is in the script, but on thinking about 

it, I convinced myself that an Englishman 

wouldn’t have been out without a hat in 

September in the 1920s.

OKAY... LET’S GET OUT THERE AND WIN ONE FOR THE RIPPER! (ACTUALLY, THAT’S ROBERT

THIS FIRST PAGE HAS NINE EVENLY SPACED PANELS, ALL TAKEN FROM A FIXED POINT OF VIEW. 

YEAR IS 1923, AND WE ARE IN BOURNEMOUTH, DOWN ON THE BEACH QUITE CLOSE TO THE TIDELINE. THE MONTH IS SEPTEMBER; A LEADEN AND OVERCAST DAY WITH A BLIND WHITE SKY AND 

GREY TIDES SULKILY COMING IN TO THE DAMP SAND OF A PALE GREY BEACH. THE TIME IS LATE 

AFTERNOON OR EARLY EVENING, AND IF WE COULD SEE THE SUN IT WOULD BE GOING DOWN. AS 

IT IS, THE SUN SINKS UNSEEN AND WITHOUT SPECTACLE BEHIND THE SMOTHERING, FEATURELESS 

DUVET OF CLOUD. ITS ONLY VISIBLE EFFECT IS THAT THROUGHOUT THIS ENTIRE EIGHT-PAGE 

EPISODE, THE LIGHT GRADUALLY WORSENS THROUGH DUSK TO THE BEGINNINGS OF DARKNESS. WE 

ARE LOOKING DOWN THE BEACH, LOOKING ALONG THE EDGE OF THE TIDE FROM A GROUND-LEVEL 

VIEWPOINT. TO THE RIGHT OF THE PICTURE, STRETCHING AWAY TOWARDS THE DISTANCE, WE SEE 

THE GREY-BLACK WAVES WASHING SLUGGISHLY IN WITH THEIR SKIRTS OF GRUBBY WHITE FOAM. 

TO THE LEFT WE HAVE A SMOKY IMPRESSION OF THE GRANITE SEA WALL AND THE BUILDINGS OF 

THE BOURNEMOUTH SEA FRONT RISING UP STOLIDLY BEHIND IT. THIS TOO STRETCHES AWAY INTO 

THE DISTANCE, MEETING WITH THE LINE OF THE SEA’S EDGE AT THE VANISHING POINT, WITH 

A RAGGED RIBBON OF GREY SAND AND OCCASIONAL TUFTS OF MARAM GRASS LYING BETWEEN THE 

TWO. (I’M GUESSING HERE, EDDIE, SINCE I HAVEN’T YET TRACKED DOWN ANY REFERENCES FOR 

BOURNEMOUTH DURING THAT PERIOD. WHEN WE FINALLY DO LOCATE REFERENCE WE’LL JUST HAVE 
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TO ADAPT THESE DESCRIPTIONS AS BEST WE CAN TO FIT THE FACTS. THE BEACH IS DESERTED, AND IF THERE ARE ANY PEOPLE STROLLING ON THE SEA FRONT THEY ARE MUCH TOO FAR AWAY 

TO SEE AS MORE THAN INDISTINCT DOTS. IN THE VERY FOREGROUND OF THE SHOT HERE, RIGHT 

UNDER OUR NOSES AS IT WERE, THERE LIES THE INERT BODY OF A DECOMPOSING SEA GULL. IT 

LIES THERE WITH THE REMAINS OF ONE WING STICKING UP SCRAGGILY: A FEW RIBS ALREADY 

JUTTING THROUGH THE SOILED WHITE DOWN OF ITS BREAST. ITS CHIPPED BEAK HANGS OPEN

When I collected the work together in 1999, 

Michael Evans, graphic designer, replaced those 

with a typeset version.

Here I’m earnestly trying to get all the 

information in. I “zoomed” in for the first panel’s 

label details. Those pasted on xeroxes of  period 

sweets/candy designs helped to establish place 

and time, giving me enough credit in the bank, I 

hoped, so that I could concentrate on the people 

for the rest of  the page. Still, in ’99 when I looked 

over the pages before publishing the collected 

edition, I was unhappy with Eddy’s faces, and they 

are all altered in the second version, with the whole 

figure in the final panel being replaced. This is a 

standard problem with the first appearances of  

characters. Like real people, the artist can’t know 

them fully until they’ve been around for a while. 

Later he or she gets comfortable with them and 

knows exactly how they look and move.

UP-MARKET AREAS OF THAT PERIOD, AS FAR AS THE METROPOLIS WENT. WE ARE INSIDE A CONFECTIONERS-CUM-TOBACCONIST SITUATED AT NO. 22 CLEVELAND STREET, AND IN THIS 

FIRST PANEL WE ARE LOOKING AT A LONG SHELF THAT NEATLY FILLS THE SPACE ALLOWED BY 

THIS FIRST WIDE, HORIZONTAL PANEL, STRETCHING FROM ONE SIDE OF THE PAGE TO THE 
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OTHER. UPON THE SHELF THERE ARE OLD-FASHIONED SWEET JARS CONTAINING OLD-FASHIONED 

SWEETS: ANISEED BALLS, WINTER MIXTURE, MINT IMPERIALS, SUGARED ALMONDS, ACID DROPS, BON BONS AND SO FORTH, ALONG WITH SOME EVIDENCE TO SHOW THAT THE SHOP IS ALSO A TOBACCONIST’S. PERHAPS A BOX OF CIGARS, OR PARTITIONED TRAY OF DIFFERENT TOBACCOS. 

MAYBE WE CAN SEE A HINT OF THE TOPS OF THE JARS ON THE SHELF BELOW THIS ONE HERE, BUT ONLY IF THERE’S ROOM. OVER ON THE RIGHT OF THE WIDE PANEL, WE CAN SEE THE 

ARMS OF A TWENTY-FIVE-YEAR-OLD SHOP-GIRL NAMED ANNIE CROOK, A STURDILY BUILT AND 

TIDILY DRESSED YOUNG WOMAN, AS SHE REACHES UP FROM OFF PANEL BELOW TO TAKE A FEW 

MORE PIECES OF BARLEY SUGAR FROM A JAR ON THE TOP SHELF. ONE OF HER HANDS MANAGES 

TO HOLD THE JAR’S LID AND ALSO TO TILT THE OPEN JAR OVER TOWARDS HER. HER OTHER 

HAND DIPS IN TO RETRIEVE A COUPLE OF SINGLE PIECES OF DEEP ORANGE BARLEY SUGAR. 

WE CANNOT SEE ANY MORE OF HER THAN HER ARMS, ENTERING THE PICTURE FROM BELOW. THE 

REST OF THE PANEL IS JUST TOBACCO AND DIFFERENT SORTS OF SWEETS: I WANT THIS TO BE 

A PANEL THAT YOU CAN ALMOST SMELL, IF YOU KNOW WHAT I MEAN. THE TITLE LETTERING IS 

SUPERIMPOSED OVER THE LEFT OF THE PANEL SOMEWHERE, DOWN TOWARDS THE BOTTOM.

WALTER SICKERT, AGED 24 YEARS OLD. THE OTHER YOUNG MAN IS MUCH MORE SOMBERLY AND 

ELEGANTLY DRESSED IN A GENTLEMAN’S BLACK COAT, AND ALTHOUGH HE WILL BE INTRODUCED 

TO US AS SICKERT’S YOUNG BROTHER ALBERT, HE IS IN FACT THE YOUNG DUKE OF CLARENCE, PRINCE ALBERT VICTOR CHRISTIAN EDWARD... OR PRINCE EDDY FOR SHORT. AT THE TIME OF 

THIS FIRST SCENE, IN 1884, HE IS ONLY TWENTY YEARS OLD. HE’S QUITE GOOD-LOOKING, BUT THERE’S SOMETHING RATHER BOVINE ABOUT HIS EXPRESSION. HE ISN’T TERRIBLY 

BRIGHT, KNOWS IT, AND FEELS WRETCHEDLY SELF-CONSCIOUS ABOUT IT. HE’S NAÏVE TO 

THE POINT OF BEING INFANTILE, AND HAVING LED A RELATIVELY LOVELESS EXISTENCE IS 

INCLINED TO FALL PASSIONATELY IN LOVE WITH ANYONE HE MEETS. COUPLED WITH THIS, HIS 

INFANTILE NEEDS FOR GRATIFICATION MANIFEST THEMSELVES IN HIS SEX LIFE TO MAKE HIM 

FAIRLY PROMISCUOUS... ALTHOUGH THAT’S SOMEWHAT TOO KNOWING A TERM TO CONVEY THE 

CHILDISHNESS, ALMOST INNOCENCE, OF HIS EMOTIONAL AND SEXUAL EXPERIENCE. HE HAS 

HAD SYPHILIS SINCE THE AGE OF SIXTEEN, ALTHOUGH THIS WILL NOT MANIFEST ITS WORSE 

EFFECTS UNTIL LATE IN EDDY’S LIFE. AS HE STANDS WITH SICKERT HERE HE HOLDS A TOP 

HAT NERVOUSLY AND AWKWARDLY BENEATH HIS ARM, AND IS STARING ALMOST SLACK-JAWED AT 

THE OFF-PANEL WOMAN BEHIND THE COUNTER, FAR TOO GAUCHE TO CONCEAL HIS WIDE-EYED 

INTEREST, OR EVEN TO BE AWARE THAT HE IS SHOWING IT. SICKERT, ON THE OTHER HAND, 24
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IS COMPARATIVELY EASY AND RELAXED, A CONFIDENT YOUNG BOHEMIAN ABOUT TOWN. HE HAS A SMART DERBY HAT TUCKED JAUNTILY UNDER HIS ARM, OR IS HOLDING IT IN ONE HAND. HIS GAZE 

IS DIRECTED AT THE LAST PIECES OF BARLEY SUGAR BEING DROPPED INTO THE SCALE, RATHER 

THAN AT THE YOUNG WOMAN DOING THE DROPPING, AS IS THE CASE WITH HIS COMPANION. HE 

SMILES FAINTLY, RELAXEDLY, UTTERLY AT EASE. THE SHOP HAS A LARGE FRONT WINDOW, AND 

THE BRIGHT SUNSHINE FALLS IN FROM OUTSIDE IN SHAFTS, A SOLID-EDGED RHOMBOID OF WHITE-GOLD LIGHT AGAINST THE MUSTY UMBER DARKNESS OF THE SWEETSHOP, WITH ITS JARS AND TRAYS 

AND SELECTIONS OF BRIAR PIPES. FALLEN FROM THE OFF-PANEL WOMAN’S FINGERS, THE LAST 

PIECE OF BARLEY SUGAR HANGS SUSPENDED AND MAGICALLY IN MIDAIR, CAUGHT FROZEN BETWEEN 

HAND AND WEIGHING SCALE. THE CAPTION CAN BE AT THE TOP OR BOTTOM. UP TO YOU.

NOW A SIDE-ON SHOT, LOOKING DOWN THE LENGTH OF THE COUNTER TOWARDS THE SHOP’S FRONT 

WINDOW, SO THAT WE CAN SEE ALL THE THREE PARTICIPANTS CLEARLY. ANNIE STANDS, FULLY 

VISIBLE FOR THE FIRST TIME, BEHIND THE COUNTER, OVER TO THE LEFT OF PANEL HERE. SHE’S 

POURING THE BARLEY SUGAR FROM THE PAN OF THE SCALES INTO A LITTLE TRIANGULAR BAG 

MADE OF WHITE PAPER. THE BARLEY SUGAR LUMPS ARE SOMEWHAT MELTED AND STUCK TOGETHER, ON ACCOUNT OF THE FEROCIOUS AND SWELTERING JULY HEAT. ANNIE IS A LARGE AND STURDILY 

BUILT WOMAN WITH BROAD FEATURES. SHE ISN’T FAT, YOU UNDERSTAND, JUST BIG; ONLY A LITTLE SHORTER THAN PRINCE EDDY. SHE ISN’T IMMEDIATELY PRETTY OR BEAUTIFUL, BUT HER 

CHARACTER AND WARMTH ARE EVIDENT, AND DO MUCH TO COMPENSATE FOR THIS BY LENDING HER 

A UNIQUE AIR OF ANIMATION AND CHARM. SHE SMILES QUIETLY AS SHE POURS THE BARLEY SUGAR 

INTO THE WHITE PAPER BAG, EYES TWINKLY WITH FRIENDLY AMUSEMENT AS SHE SPEAKS DIRECTLY 

TO SICKERT. PRINCE EDDY, IN THE BACKGROUND, HOLDS HIS TOP HAT WRETCHEDLY IN BOTH

IN MID-MOVEMENT AND TURN THEIR HEADS TO LOOK SLIGHTLY AWAY FROM US TOWARDS EDDY, WHO

TOBACCONIST & QUALITY CONFECTIONER.” THE SHOP HAS NEVER BEEN NAMED, TO MY KNOWLEDGE, BUT THE PROPRIETRESS WAS A MRS. MORGAN, SO THE SIGN OUTSIDE SEEMS FEASIBLE.) THE 

SHOP WAS AT NUMBER 22 CLEVELAND STREET, ONLY A LITTLE WAY DOWN FROM ONE OF THE 

STREET’S ENDS. CLOSER TO THE END WAS NUMBER 6 CLEVELAND STREET, WHERE ANNIE THE 

SHOP-GIRL LIVED IN A BASEMENT FLAT. WALTER SICKERT’S STUDIO WAS DIRECTLY OVER 

THE ROAD FROM THE FLAT, AND THE SHOP AND THE FLAT WERE CLOSE ENOUGH TOGETHER FOR 

ONE TO SEE BOTH OF THEM FROM THE WINDOW OF SICKERT’S STUDIO. I FIGURE THE HOUSES 

WERE SMALLER AND THE STREETS WERE SHORTER THEN... EVERYTHING WAS MORE CRAMPED AND

THOUGH CLEVELAND STREET WAS IN ONE OF THE MOST FASHIONABLE AREAS OF TOWN, RUNNING 

PARALLEL TO THE TOTTENHAM COURT ROAD, IT WOULD STILL HAVE LOOKED FAIRLY CRUMBLY AND 

DIRTY. NOTHING NEAR AS BAD AS WHAT WE’LL LATER SEE IN WHITECHAPEL, OF COURSE, BUT AS 

A GENERAL RULE OF THUMB, EVERYTHING WAS DIRTIER THEN; THE STREETS, THE BUILDINGS, THE 

PEOPLE AND IN PARTICULAR THE SKIES. THERE WERE TONS OF FACTORIES IN LONDON BELCHING 

OUT BLACK SMOKE DAY AND NIGHT, ACCOUNTING FOR THE “LONDON PARTICULAR” FOGS AND AT 

LEAST PART OF THE ILL HEALTH SUFFERED BY THE AVERAGE INHABITANT. I’M NOT SURE WHAT 

WE WANT EXACTLY HERE, REGARDING THE VISUAL TREATMENT OF LONDON. IT DOESN’T WANT TO 

BE QUITE SO STYLISHLY SINISTER AS THE LONDON DAVID LYNCH PORTRAYED IN THE ELEPHANT 

MAN,    NOR YET SO HEART-TUGGINGLY SORDID AND MELODRAMATIC AS DORÉ’S ENGRAVINGS OF THE 

PERIOD, BUT WE DEFINITELY WANT TO GIVE THE WORLD A FEEL THAT IS SUBTLY DIFFERENT TO 

THE WORLD OF TODAY. MAYBE THIS IS SOMETHING MORE TO DO WITH PSYCHOLOGICAL AMBIENCE 

THAN VISUAL TREATMENT, BUT IF YOU TRY TO CONSCIOUSLY THINK YOUR WAY INTO THE LONDON OF 

1888 WHILE YOU’RE DRAWING THIS STUFF I THINK IT’LL HELP. EVERYTHING WOULD HAVE BEEN 

MORE PERMANENT THEN, WOULDN’T IT, AND LESS SUSCEPTIBLE TO CHANGE. THE EIGHTIES WERE 

AROUND THE TURNING POINT OF THE EMPIRE, AND I FIGURE THINGS WERE ALREADY STARTING TO 

LOOK OLD, THEIR TEXTURES ABRADED BY THE RIGORS OF THE URBAN ENVIRONMENT AT ITS MOST 

SQUALID. I FIGURE EVERYTHING WAS STARTING TO LOOK A BIT MELANCHOLY AND SAD, LIKE BEER 

CANS AND DECORATIONS DO WHEN THE PARTY’S WINDING DOWN, WHEREAS THEY’D LOOKED SOMEHOW 

FESTIVE A MOMENT BEFORE. ALBERT’S DEAD AND VICTORIA HAS TAKEN THE WHOLE EMPIRE INTO 

HER OBSESSIVE MOURNING WITH HER. SOMEHOW IT SHOWS IN THE DEFEATED LANES, IN THE 

LITTER, IN THE DIRTY LIGHT. 

ANYWAY... HERE THE HORSE CHOMPS ITS BIT AND TOSSES ITS HEAD TO CLEAR THE FLIES IN THE 

FOREGROUND WHILE SICKERT STRIDES TOWARDS US ALONG THE STREET FROM THE BACKGROUND WITH 

THE MOONSTRUCK YOUNG PRINCE AT HIS HEELS LIKE A GREAT STUPID OVER-EAGER DOG.

PANEL 5. 

CHANGE ANGLE. WE ARE NOW BEHIND SICKERT AND EDDY AS THEY PREPARE TO BOARD THE COACH. 

THE COACH DOORS AND WINDOWS FILL MUCH OF THE BACKGROUND HERE AS IT STANDS BESIDE THE 
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CURB, WITH THE HORSES OFF PANEL SOMEWHERE ON THE LEFT. IN THE TOP LEFT CORNER WE CAN 

SEE THE LOWER HALF OF THE COACHMAN AS HE SITS ATOP THE COACH, HOLDING THE REINS IN 

HIS HAND. HE WEARS A LONG AND DIRTY COAT THAT HANGS DOWN OVER THE BOX SEAT HERE. EDDY 

IS OPENING THE COACH DOOR AND PREPARING TO CLIMB INTO ITS INTERIOR. (THE OUTSIDE OF 

THE COACH IS BLACK, BY THE WAY, BUT THERE IS NO ROYAL CREST ON THE SIDE.) AS HE DOES 

SO HE PAUSES AND LOOKS WITH ALMOST COMICAL EARNESTNESS AT SICKERT, WHO LAUGHS AND 

TURNS HIS HEAD TO SPEAK TO THE OFF-PANEL COACH DRIVER, WHOSE NAME IS JOHN NETLEY. 

EDDY:    



She rather RESEMBLES mother, doesn’t she? 

SICKERT: 



Oh, Eddy! What are we to do with you? 

SICKERT:  



Netley? Take us to Claridges. I intend to render this young pup incapably drunk before he gets us ALL into trouble. 

PANEL 6. 

CHANGE ANGLE SO THAT WE’RE UP IN FRONT OF THE COACHMAN, AND HE SITS FACING US HEAD 

AND SHOULDERS TO THE LEFT OF THE PANEL HERE. LOOKING DOWN BEYOND HIM WE CAN SEE 

SICKERT LOOKING UP AT NETLEY AND LAUGHING GOOD-NATUREDLY AS HE HIMSELF PREPARES TO 

CLIMB INTO THE COACH AFTER PRINCE EDDY. NETLEY DOESN’T LOOK ROUND AT SICKERT AS HE 

SPEAKS TO HIM, BUT CONTINUES TO SURVEY THE OFF-PANEL ROAD AHEAD OF HIM WITH WARY 

AND WATCHFUL EYES THAT ALWAYS SEEM TO BE LOOKING FOR THE MAIN CHANCE IN A CRAFTY 

AND CALCULATED WAY. NETLEY IS TWENTY-FOUR YEARS OLD, AND 5´5˝ TALL. HE HAS A FAIR 

COMPLEXION, DARK HAIR, A SMALL DARK MOUSTACHE... HARDLY MORE THAN A DIRTY GROWTH 

ON HIS UPPER LIP REALLY, OF NO GREAT IMPORTANCE. IT MAKES HIM LOOK A BIT UNWASHED 

AND SMELLY, WHICH OF COURSE HE IS. HE HAS A FULL, WIDE FACE WITH A WIDE MOUTH AND 

QUITE THICK LIPS. HE’S A WOMANIZER AND A BIT OF A JACK-THE-LAD, AND THERE IS SOMETHING CRUEL AND STUPID ABOUT THE GRIN THAT HE CUSTOMARILY WEARS SPREAD ACROSS HIS 

WIDE MOUTH. HIS SHOULDERS ARE BROAD, AND HE HAS A BUILD LIKE A PIT-BULL. ATOP HIS 

DIRTY, DARK HAIR HE WEARS A BLACK LEATHER PEAKED CAP. WE DON’T SEE NETLEY AGAIN FOR 

A COUPLE MORE EPISODES, BUT I WANT TO FIX HIS FACE IN READERS’ MINDS SINCE HE PLAYS 

QUITE A LARGE PART LATER. BEAR IN MIND WHEN GIVING HIM A FACE THAT THIS IS THE MAN 

WHO WROTE THE ‘FROM HELL’ LETTER: HE’S A COCKY AND EGOTISTICAL LITTLE SOD WHO’S 

RUTHLESSLY AMBITIOUS AND WANTS TO GET TO THE TOP BY THE SHORTEST ROUTE POSSIBLE.

ATOP HIS BOX... OR RATHER, HIS LOWER HALF IS VISIBLE. PERHAPS WE CAN SEE THE WHIP IN

VISIBLE HERE BUT HIS BALLOONS ISSUE INTO THE PANEL FROM ABOVE.

EARNESTLY TO HIS CHUM. AS THE COACH MOVES AWAY WE CAN OF COURSE SEE MORE OF THE 

HOUSES BEHIND IT, WHICH WERE PREVIOUSLY OBSCURED BY IT. NETLEY’S BALLOONS TRAIL BACK 

INTO THE PANEL FROM OFF-PIC RIGHT, WHILE EDDY’S ISSUE FROM THE COACH.

PANEL 9. 

SAME SHOT. THE COACH HAS GONE AND WE CAN NOW SEE THE HOUSES THAT WERE BEHIND IT, DOWN 

ON THE CORNER OF CLEVELAND STREET, STANDING FULLY REVEALED. IF YOU CAN MANAGE IT, GIVEN THE LOGISTICS OF THE SHOT, WE CAN SEE THE CORNER OF CLEVELAND STREET, AT LEAST 

TO THE POINT WHERE THE STREET SIGN IS VISIBLE BOLTED UP ON THE WALL, EVEN IF WE CAN’T 

SEE THE ACTUAL CORNER ITSELF. THE SIGN HAS THE WORDS “CLEVELAND STREET” IN STARK 

BLACK LETTERING. IF IT’S POSSIBLE, WE CAN ALSO SEE THE FRONT DOOR OF NUMBER 6, THREE 

DOORS DOWN FROM THE CORNER, WITH STEPS LEADING DOWN FROM THE STREET LEVEL TO ITS

Prince Eddy:  I used to feel a twinge of  guilt about some of  our depictions of  people who are not around to defend their reputations. But lately I have come to the conclusion that the sheer daftness of the accumulation of  baloney cancels itself  out. Quite apart from his connection to the Ripper murders, as posited in 1970 by Thomas Stowell, who half-disguised him as ‘Mr. S’, Eddy has this in his account: a  pair  of   alternative  history  novels,  written  by  Peter  Dickinson,  set  in  a  world  where  Albert  Victor survives and reigns as Victor I. In Gary Lovisi’s parallel universe Sherlock Holmes short story, “The Adventure of  the Missing Detective”,    he  is  a  tyrannical  king,  who  rules  after  the  suspicious  deaths of   both  his  grandmother  and  father.  The  Prince  also  appears  as  the  murder  victim  in  the  first  of   the  Lord Francis Powerscourt crime novels  Goodnight Sweet Prince,   as a vampire in the novel  I, Vampire  by Michael Romkey, and as a murder suspect in the novel  Death at Glamis Castle  by Robin Paige. (I’m lifting this from his Wikipedia entry.)  In 1964 Philip Magnus called his death a “merciful act of  providence”, supporting the theory that his death removed an unsuitable heir to the throne, but the real relief  in being 120 years dead is that he doesn’t  have to know about any of  this crap. Next up, we picture him with his pants off... 
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At the outset Alan had decided there 

would be no captions in  FROM  HELL. All

would be shown and not told. Certainly it would 

have been easier with captions. A simple matter 

could be stated in its entirety in one sentence, 

but in our book we would be taking the labour- 

intensive path of  showing everything. The sex 

in this scene is forensic “evidence” that Prince 

Eddy fathered a baby upon Annie Crook, the 

shop-girl. Exhibit A: the penis. Exhibit B: the 

vagina. Exhibit A can clearly be seen to enter 

Exhibit B. Aside from that, it’s as funny as real 

sex. The funniest part, in our house, is that 

these people, who actually existed in 1888, just 

happened to have the same names as my wife and 

me. Some of  the dialogue from this page was still 

being mischievously replayed, by our children at our dinner table, many years after. “Oh Eddy, I think your Mr. Perkins wants to go somewhere.” 



This was one of  the contents that put  Taboo in disgrace. Issue #2 was printed but several binders (usually a separate specialty operation in the print business) refused to bind it.  “I have a feeling we became a hot potato,”  Bissette said,  “…the word got around 

 about us, because some binders wouldn’t even look at the book. We were refused 

 by  no  less  than  nine.” (report, Comics Journal #131 Sept. 1989)   Taboo #2 was released in Sept. 1989, ten months after the first issue. #3 appeared in March ’90, #4 in Feb ’91. I took to describing  Taboo as “a quarterly anthology that comes out once a year,” to Steve’s eternal annoyance.

ANNIE LEANS UP ON ONE ELBOW SO AS TO LET HER BREAST TRAIL CLOSE TO EDDY’S FACE. 
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ONE HAND ENTERS THE PICTURE FROM THE LEFT TO HOLD THE LEFT BREAST SO THAT EDDY CAN 

GET IT INTO HIS MOUTH. EDDY SUCKS AT THE NIPPLE, WHICH IS WET WITH SALIVA. HIS EYES 

ARE CLOSED. ONE OF HIS OWN HANDS ENTERS THE PICTURE AND RESTS GENTLY OVER ANNIE’S

AND GRIME ADHERING TO THE BRICKWORK EVERYWHERE. THERE IS SOMETHING CRUEL AND SAD AND 

SURREAL AND OMINOUS ABOUT A WINDOW THAT LOOKS OUT ONTO SOLID BRICKS. IT LOOKS AS IF

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The theory that a Masonic cover-up lies 

behind the Whitechapel murders comes from 

Stephen Knight’s book,  Jack  the  Ripper:  The  Final Solution  (1976). The theory sounds convincing at first  precisely  because  so  many  details  fit  into  its pattern. It’s only when you get to pinning down 

these details, as Alan undertook in writing  FROM 

 HELL,  a process I had to extend in illustrating 

it, that the theory starts to unravel. One of  its 

foundation stones is the connection between 

Marie Kelly and Walter Sickert, and the 

painting by the artist titled  Blackmail  or  Mrs 

 Barrett.  The painting is usually dated to at least twenty years later than the Ripper murders. 

While later eruptions from the artist’s morbid 

fascination with the case are documented, it is 

stretching things to see Kelly in the picture. 

One of  the details influencing the dating of  it, I presumed, is the fashion in women’s hats, which became quite large 

in the later Edwardian period. I tried to diminish the hat’s presence here and even more so in subsequent scenes. 

However, I’ve just come across this: 

 I  knew  Marie  quite  well  by  sight...  She  was 

 usually in the company of two or three of her 

 kind,  fairly  neatly  dressed  and  invariably 

 wearing a clean white apron, but no hat. 

(memoir of  Detective Walter Dew (1863-1947) (casebook.org) In line with my earlier comments on the subject of  the commonplace wearing of hats (under prologue, page 1) not wearing one would have attracted attention, so such an observation is likely to carry some weight. This gives us one of  the earliest complications in depicting Marie Kelly. While the theory does not fall apart on this specific point, her resemblance to the subject of  the painting was something that I felt we shouldn’t commit to wholeheartedly.

They  end  up  wanting to  do  something  for  her. NOW WE HAVE THE FIRST OF TWO NINE-PANEL PAGES THAT MAKE UP A SEQUENCE FILLING 

IN THE FORMATIVE YEARS OF WILLIAM GULL AND EXPLAINING HIS MEANS OF INTRODUCTION 

TO GUY’S HOSPITAL. THE WAY I WANT TO DO THESE TWO PAGES IS BY MEANS OF RHYTHMIC 

INTERCUTTING BETWEEN TWO DIFFERENT SCENES. I KNOW THIS WILL PROBABLY FEEL A LITTLE 

FOREIGN TO YOU AS A TECHNIQUE, BUT I THINK IT’LL WORK AND IN THIS INSTANCE I THINK 

THE USE OF THE TECHNIQUE IS JUSTIFIED: I NEED TO RELATE, BY MEANS OF DIALOGUE, THE 

MECHANICAL FACTS OF WILLIAM’S LIFE AT THIS TIME. WE NEED TO ESTABLISH THAT 

MRS.GULL DID MOVE TO THORPE ESTATE, AS SUGGESTED BY THE UNNAMED DOCTOR IN THE 

LAST SCENE, AND THAT SHE DID THIS WHEN WILLIAM WAS SIXTEEN. WE NEED TO ESTABLISH 

THAT ONCE THERE SHE MET A RECTOR HARRISON OF BEAUMONT PARISH RECTORY, WHO AGREED 

TO PRIVATELY TEACH YOUNG WILLIAM EVERY DAY AT THE RECTORY, AS OPPOSED TO THE 

HUMBLE VILLAGE SCHOOL THAT WAS ALL OF WILLIAM’S EDUCATION PRIOR TO THIS POINT. THE 

RECTOR’S MOTIVE IN THIS IS THAT HE FANCIED THE HANDSOME WIDOW GULL. HIS IMPORTANCE 

LIES IN THE FACT THAT HE WAS THE NEPHEW OF BENJAMIN HARRISON, TREASURER OF GUY’S 

HOSPITAL, THUS FORGING THE IMPORTANT LINK BETWEEN GULL AND GUY’S. OKAY... NOW ALL 

THE ABOVE INFORMATION IS NECESSARY BUT IT’S PROBABLY A BIT DULL. (I TYPED ‘GULL’ 

THERE AND HAD TO GO OVER IT.) NOW, THE OTHER INFORMATION WE HAVE TO GET OVER, NOT 

NECESSARILY VERBALLY, IS YOUNG WILLIAM’S FASCINATION AND DELIGHT IN EXAMINING THE 

FLORA AND FAUNA AVAILABLE IN THE GROUNDS OF BEAUMONT RECTORY. THIS ABSORPTION IN 

THE INTRICACIES AND BEAUTIES OF NATURE IS ONE OF THE THINGS THAT IS THE KEY TO 

GULL’S ENTIRE LIFE AND PHILOSOPHY. THE THINGS THAT WE SHOW WILLIAM DOING IN THIS 
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SEQUENCE ARE, ADMITTEDLY, INVENTION. IT’S KNOWN THAT HE TOOK A WILD DELIGHT IN THE 

FLORA AND FAUNA AVAILABLE AT THE RECTORY, AND IT IS ALSO KNOWN THAT IN LATER LIFE 

HE BECAME AN ARDENT VIVISECTIONIST. HE ALSO BELIEVED THAT THERE WAS NO GREATER 

OR MORE LUCID EXPRESSION OF THE MYSTERIES OF GOD’S WORKINGS THAN IN THE FLAWLESS 

ARCHITECTURE OF THE ORGANIC BODY. GIVEN THE ABOVE, I DON’T THINK IT’S STRETCHING 

THINGS TO SUGGEST THAT IF THE ADULT WILLIAM, ENSCONCED IN THE RESPONSIBILITIES OF 

AGE AND POSITION COULD CHEERFULLY CUT UP LIVING ANIMALS, HE MIGHT IN THE HEADY 

THROES OF ADOLESCENCE HAVE TAKEN IT UPON HIMSELF TO DISSECT A DECEASED RAT OR TWO. 

TO ME, IT SEEMS A REASONABLY MILD AND CAUTIOUS ASSUMPTION. ANYWAY, GIVEN THAT WE 

HAVE THESE TWO NECESSARY STRANDS OF INFORMATION TO IMPART (ONE DETAILED, VERBAL AND 

DULL; THE OTHER SIMPLE, SILENT AND GORILY FASCINATING) I FIGURE IT’S LEGITIMATE FOR 

US TO INTERTWINE THEM. WHAT I’M TRYING TO EXPLAIN HERE IS THAT I DON’T THINK THE 

USE OF THIS TECHNIQUE VIOLATES THE AVOWED SIMPLICITY OF OUR STORY STRUCTURE. BOTH 

STRANDS ARE CLEARLY EXPLAINED IN THE VERY FIRST PANEL, AND BOTH HAPPEN AT THE SAME 

TIME, ALBEIT IN DIFFERENT PARTS OF THE SAME RECTORY. BECAUSE ONE OF THE STRANDS OF 

NARRATIVE IS WHOLLY SILENT, AND BECAUSE THE SCENES WITH WILLIAM ARE ALSO ALL SEEN 

FROM HIS POINT OF VIEW, THEN I THINK THE WHOLE THING WILL ADD UP TO A FAIRLY SIMPLE 

AND COHERENT READING EXPERIENCE. (SEE HOW NERVOUS I GET WHEN I’M WORKING WITH A RESPECTED COMIC BOOK THEORIST LIKE YOURSELF? ALL THAT WRITHING AND WRIGGLING JUST 

TO ASSURE YOU I’M NOT GETTING FLASHY). 

ANYWAY, IN THIS FIRST PANEL WE ARE SLIGHTLY BEHIND MRS.GULL AS SHE STANDS ON THE 

FRONT DOORSTEPS OF THE RECTORY OF THE PARISH OF BEAUMONT. IT IS A SUNNY DAY, AND 

SHE IS DRESSED SOBERLY, ALTHOUGH IN SLIGHTLY MORE SUMMERY ATTIRE THAN USUAL. THE 

HEAVY OAK FRONT DOOR OF THE RECTORY IS OPEN, AND WE SEE RECTOR HARRISON STANDING IN 

THE DOORWAY SMILING AS HE USHERS MRS.GULL WITHIN, PERHAPS TAKING HER HAND LIGHTLY 

AND COURTEOUSLY AS HE DOES SO. SHE RETURNS HIS SMILE. (I HAVE NO PHOTO REFERENCE 

OF EITHER RECTOR HARRISON OR HIS UNCLE BENJAMIN, WHOM WE MEET IN A COUPLE OF PAGES 

TIME. THEY AREN’T MAJOR CHARACTERS, AND ONLY APPEAR THIS ONCE, SO DRAW THEM HOW YOU 

LIKE. I SEE THE RECTOR AS A BESPECTACLED CLERIC IN HIS EARLY FORTIES; A CELIBATE 

MAN WHO DOES A LOT OF WRITHING IN THE DEAD OF NIGHT AND WHO CLEARLY IS IN THE EARLY 

STAGES OF AN ABIDING LOVE AND LUST FOR MRS.ELIZABETH GULL, WIDOW OF THIS PARISH). 

AS WE SEE THE RECTOR IN THIS PANEL HE HAS TAKEN MRS.GULL’S HAND LIGHTLY IN ONE OF 

HIS OWN, WHILE WITH HIS OTHER HAND HE GESTURES TOWARDS THE INTERIOR OF THE RECTORY, BEYOND THE OPEN DOOR. MRS.GULL SMILES POLITELY AS SHE STEPS FORWARD IN OBEDIENCE OF

TURNED BRIEFLY TO MRS.GULL AS SHE SPEAKS TO HIM. NEVERTHELESS, EVEN THOUGH HE FACES 

US HIS EYES SWIVEL SIDEWAYS, AS IF VAINLY ATTEMPTING TO SEE OVER HIS SHOULDER TO

 With this chapter I introduced a variant art technique. 

 I intended at the time to play around a great deal more with different  approaches,  but  the  instances  of   half-tone  wash in  Chapter  5  caused  some  difficulty  in  reproduction  and I played safe after that. In this one I had found a type of paper with a “linen” textured surface. It took ink without bleeding, and I found that I could drag a black crayon over the white  paper,  and  white  crayon  over  black  ink  also,  to  obtain an effect I had seen in some early twentieth-century political cartoons.  I  employed  this  paper  all  through  Chapter  2  and then brought it back for Chapter 10. It invariably photocopied well,  but  sometimes  it  has  printed  very  murkily.  However,  it looks good in the most recent editions of  the book, suggesting that the idea wasn’t entirely stupid.

Chapter 3: rethink. 



The line of dialogue on panel 8 on 

the facing page, “Here’s to next month’s blood,” 

reminds me that chapter 3 was once going to be 

titled   The Harlot’s Curse.  That was presumably 

in the synopsis that Alan gave me over the 

telephone way back in 1988. I wasn’t keen on it 

at the time, but that was probably because I didn’t 

fully understand its significance. 



Re-reading page 7 and some near it 

(pgs 16,17,18), I’m thinking we must have been 

having a crisis (as Alan and Bill Sienkiewicz 

were having on  Big  Numbers around the same 

time, late 1990). In his review from which I have 

already quoted, Kreiner also drew attention to 

“missteps” and “opportunities missed” between 

the script and the finished art. Alan’s descriptions 

may have veered close to  impossible around 

this time (see my introduction), but my finished pages are also oversimplified. Losing the split-panel technique and all those shifting “camera angles” is perhaps one thing; I like to start with the simplest possible arrangement and then work from there. But I could have made a very nice study of  Marie massaging her weary foot at panel 3. I’ve drawn it now to see how it might have looked. 



Panel 9 contains a whole character that 

I have treated very shabbily. Alan writes: “He

isn’t important to our story. He doesn’t know 

what the fuck he’s doing here.” However, Alan 

describes him so knowingly that I wonder, 

knowing nothing about “altered states,” when 

you go through the doors of  perception: is this 

guy the “meet and greet” on the other side?  As 

a belated penitential offering, I’ve drawn a new 

panel of  him too. 



Having drawn him, I’m now thinking he 

looks like he’s just about to get involved in the 

story on the next page. I probably went through all 

this head-wrenching back and forth the first time 

around. 
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Chapter 3, page 15. 

Following the previous selection, Marie 

and Liz were joined by Annie Chapman and Polly 

Nichols. The four women have now composed 

their blackmail letter and leave the Ringer’s 

pub, prior to Marie walking all the way back to 

Cleveland Street to deliver it to Sickert. This 

page brings together the four Ripper victims who 

allegedly knew each other; and  it relates them to 

the symbolic Christ Church of  Hawksmoor, the 

significance  of   which  was  established  by  Gull  in 

Chapter 2, and will be elaborated in 4. It also 

gives us Alan’s interesting conceit of  “the four 

whores of  the Apocalypse,” which sounds to me 

like one of  those fortuitous ideas a writer gets 

on the wing. It’s in the after-the-fact noticing of  

a pattern you’ve made that demands not to be 

ignored. In the script Marie’s final balloon comes from off-panel, but I saw a chance to get both the women and the church in one picture so that the church is “stalking”  them (as Kreiner observed). Fortuitous ideas also occur at the art stage. 

PAGE 15. (938 words) PANEL 2. (panel 1 edited out for space) NOW WE ARE IN BRUSHFIELD STREET WITH THE WOMEN, LOOKING DOWN IT TOWARDS THE 

FOREGROUND AND PERHAPS CLOSER TO THE RIGHT WE HAVE ANNIE CHAPMAN AND MARIE KELLY AS

Alan Moore’s concept for this chapter 

is audacious.

There 

are two pages in this chapter that make an 

interesting juxtaposed contrast: page 1, in which 

Alan makes some very bold decisions, and 

page 23 (see later), in which he has a crisis of  

confidence  in  the  plan  he  sets  up  here  at  the 

beginning. 



In comparing script and image, you 

may think that I’m disregarding the scene as 

imagined by Alan. But I had the whole chapter 

in front of  me and judged that these flashbacks 

at the beginning would work well as unframed 

and imprecise recollections with the coach thrust 

up front instead of  coming from afar, giving 

a dynamic contrast as an opener. If  we were to be concerned that it was going to be a challenge to hold the reader’s interest, why not begin with a loud call to attention.

FOREGROUND, WE CAN SEE THE SLIM WRIST AND HAND OF THE PRINCESS, ENTERING THE PANEL 

FROM OFF TO ONE SIDE AND HOLDING THE BLACKMAIL LETTER THAT WE SAW LAST EPISODE. IT 

NEEDN’T BE CLOSE ENOUGH FOR US TO READ IT ALL, BUT WE SHOULD AT LEAST BE ABLE TO 

SEE IT CLEARLY ENOUGH FOR THE READERS TO BE AWARE THAT IT IS THE SAME LETTER THAT 

THEY SAW AT THE CLOSE OF OUR LAST EPISODE. LOOKING BEYOND THIS, INTO THE SPACIOUS 

AND BEAUTIFULLY FURNISHED DEPTHS OF THE ROYAL RECEPTION ROOM, WE SEE WALTER SICKERT 

AS HE SITS THERE SLUMPED IN A SUMPTUOUS ARMCHAIR, HIS ELBOWS RESTING ON HIS KNEES 

AND HIS HEAD IN HIS HANDS, LONG FINGERS RUNNING DISTRACTEDLY THROUGH HIS SANDY

 Alan  rejected  Knight’s  1976  claim  that  Sickert  was  an accomplice  in  the  murders.  Jean  Overton  Fuller  in   Sickert and The Ripper Crimes (1990)   made  him  the  actual 

 murderer.    Patricia Cornwell’s  Portrait of  a Killer: Jack the Ripper — Case Closed (2002)  took it a step further, going so  far as to extract DNA evidence from both a painting and Ripper correspondence in police archives to make it stick.  

 “Cornwell’s book was released to much controversy, especially within the British art world, where Sickert’s work is admired, and  also  among  ‘Ripperologists,’  who  dispute  her  research methods and conclusions. Cornwell has lashed back at these critics, claiming that, if  she were a man, or British, her theory would have been accepted.” ( Wikipedia)  But this loony sport came too late to be included in our appendix,  The Dance of  The Gull Catchers,   a satirical account of  the history of  ‘Ripperology.’
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In the descriptions for this page, Alan 

writes, “I want Gull to be an increasingly 

unsettling and powerful figure as this book 

unfolds.”  In a recent live interview, I found 

myself  improvising some blather about 

horror story villains that are bought “off  the 

shelf,” such as vampires and werewolves. That 

is, the writer can obtain some ready-made evil 

that saves him the trouble of  having to actually 

build it himself.  I saw a possible landing from

my oral flight by bringing the subject around 

to Alan’s fictitious William Gull (by the time 

we were halfway through, we felt it would be

improper to still think of  this literary 

creation as being entirely biographical). When 

 FROM HELL first ran in parts, we did not say 

it was to be about Jack the Ripper, who is of  

course a “ready-made” in the form that one usually encounters him. Several parts had appeared before most readers made the Ripper connection. By that time, Alan had already constructed his villain, from childhood up, in Chapter 2.

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There is a huge amount going on in 

this chapter, in terms of  information. Since the 

action takes place in a single day, I saw it as 

my challenge to capture the environment of  

London in all the times of  day in sequence, 

with their changes of  light and atmosphere, 

and even weather, since we have a shower 

of  rain in the mid-afternoon. In my youth, I 

was avidly interested in Impressionism, with 

its focus on the optical appreciation of  the 

contemporary world, the way light falls upon 

objects and landscapes and cityscapes, and the 

way smoke and rain and other atmospheric 

effects tend to obscure detail. I started in on this 

chapter with a thrill of  anticipation. 



Alan mentions Sir Francis Dashwood

SQUARE WHERE, ALTHOUGH WE CANNOT SEE IT HERE A GOLDEN BALL IS SET ATOP THE SPIRE 

OF ST. GEORGE’S CHURCH TO REPRESENT THE ORB OF THE SUN, A FEATURE COPIED BY YOUR 

PAL SIR FRANCIS DASHWOOD WHEN HE BUILT HIS TEMPLE TO APOLLO AT WEST WYCOMBE PARK. 
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HERE, THE COACH SHIFTS AND GROANS AS IT TRUNDLES AWAY FROM US, THE BACKS OF THE TWO 

FIGURES PERCHED ATOP ITS BOX CLEARLY VISIBLE, SITTING HUNKERED DOWN AGAINST THE FOG 

AS THE COACH RECEDES.

HMM... IT STRIKES ME THAT RATHER THAN GIVING GULL A CANE IN ADDITION TO HIS ROLLED

An honourable man,  “and an outstanding physician, a  giant  besmirched  by  pygmies,”  was  the  opinion  of   Ripperologist Melvin  Harris  on  Knight’s  theory  that  Gull  was  the  Whitechapel murderer (The Ripper File, 1989 -  a useful work that is still on my shelf) . “It was just so much clever deception, a deception that has been  fully  exposed  in  my  book,  Jack the Ripper: The Bloody Truth.”  He was scathing about the 1988 movie based on the theory:

Michael Caine played Abberline, having replaced previously-cast Barry Foster. Interestingly, Foster had earlier replaced Caine on Hitchcock’s  Frenzy  because Caine wouldn’t play a killer who mutilates women. ( source Wikipedia ). 
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In his first paragraph, Alan addresses the 

problem of  keeping things visually interesting in 

this episode. I found the whole thing delightful 

to draw, as I’ve already said, concerning myself  

with light and the time of  day and imagining how 

it would be to ride around on a coach all day. I 

recognise that there are many who wouldn’t find 

it interesting in the least, and I leave them to their 

video games. However, more than keeping it 

interesting for the reader, I was concerned with 

the challenge of  keeping it logical. For example, 

what would be the difference between traveling 

to Hackney in comparison to traveling back 

from there? I thought that establishing a sense of  

east and west might be useful, since the map of  

London is to play an important part in the story. 

Thus, as Gull and Netley go from west to east 

in this page, I have them travelling to the right, conventional map location of  the east. 

There isn’t really a return trip and they end up moving mostly eastward, but we do see them turning to face west in places, such as on page 31.

As research for this chapter Alan made 

a tour around the locations he would need, and 

in  the  process  satisfied  himself   that  it  could  be done in one day. He also took a large number of  

photographs, some of  which are shown in our 

colour section along with the drawings that 

resulted from them. Alan asked his fellow writer 

Jamie Delano to be driver for the day:  “I  was 

 happy  to  play  Netley  to  his  Sir  William 

 Gull;  to  have  the  distraction  of  traffic  and 

 navigation  to  alleviate  the  dark  magic  of 

 our treading the paths of obsession… And an-

 other church, don’t ask me which – derelict, 

 roofless, peopled by a congregation of scrubby 

 trees  twisting  among  its  fallen  stone.  There 

 was  a  locked  wrought-iron  gate  to  climb,  a 

 dark crypt with an unhealthy smell to explore. I remember descending into this 

 with Alan, waiting in the half-light at the foot of the steps, watching him set off 

 into  the  pitch  blackness  of  the  interior  with  a  flickering  cigarette  lighter  held 

 futilely  over  his  head  to  light  his  way…  I  fully  expected  him  to  plunge  at  any 

 moment into some unseen abyss and hurtle directly to Hell.” (see bibliography) There’s a line at the end of  panel 5’s description that is like something out of Raymond Chandler. There are many such lines in the  FROM HELL scripts. It must have taken an effort to subjugate the words to the image for the 500 pages. In the pedestrian lane, I concentrated on the arrangement of  volumes on this page, playing with pictorial space, of  which more later.

assistant. First it was a young guy named John Barry, who wasn’t an artist, but it was at the beginning of  Chapter 2, which involved a lot of  straightforward cutting and pasting of  flat black paper onto the panels. Right off  the bat, John told me all my templates were off-square, so I had him spend time cutting new ones. They’re looking very weary now, but I still use them.  Money well spent.

This page has achieved a level of fame 

out of  proportion to its intrinsic artistic value, as it is the one during the writing of  which Alan Moore 

had a life-changing epiphany. It happened after he 

typed the line, “The one place the gods exist is in 

our minds, where they are real beyond refute…” 

That is, the gods exist in the imagination. The 

important conclusion from this is not that the gods 

are therefore not real or not important, but rather 

that the imagination is exquisitely more important 

than is commonly acknowledged. 



From a 2001 interview:  “After  writing 

 it I thought, oh shit, that’s true. Now I am 

 going  to  have  to  rearrange  my  entire  life 

 around  this.  There  is  no  way  to  disprove 

 it. I thought I was writing this great piece 

 of Gothic villain dialogue. The gods and monsters inarguably exist and they 

 are real. Because if they don’t exist how many people died because of them, 

 or  how  many  history-changing  things  have  been  done  in  the  name  of  these 

 Gods  that  don’t  exist?  If  they  don’t  exist  why  do  they  kill  so  many  of  us  in 

 their name? So at that point, it was just before my 40th birthday. I thought, 

 well I could have a mid-life crisis and just bore everybody to death by going 

 on  about,  what’s  it  all  about,  what  does  it  all  mean?  Or  I  could  sort  of  just 

 go  spectacularly  mad,  which  would  at  least  be  more  entertaining  for  those

We ran into a problem with this page. 

Alan has our cheery pair going over Tower 

Bridge, which was being built at the time and 

wasn’t opened for another six years. This is not 

something I would have known myself  until I 

sought out the photographic reference.  But I 

wasn’t going to let that stand in the way of  some 

collegial mockery. I photocopied the half-built 

bridge and sent it to Alan with a sketch of  the 

little coach falling off  it, and Gull and Netley 

plunging to their deaths in the river. I attach a 

copy of  it to the end of  this page of  script. 



In the meantime, rather than bother 

Alan with the problem, I added in an extra 

page (28 left below), stretched the dialogue 

out, and sent them the long way round. This 

way I got to record in our pages a bridge that 

I find much more interesting. It was built by 

the great Scottish engineer John Rennie and 

opened in 1831. In 1968, the bridge was sold to 

Missouri oil millionaire Robert McCulloch. It 

was reconstructed and currently stands in Lake 

Havasu City, Arizona, where it is reckoned to 

be Arizona’s second biggest tourist attraction 

after the Grand Canyon. Another of  Rennie’s 

achievements, Waterloo Bridge, appears on 

page 21 of  this chapter. Although it’s still there, 

it was damaged by German bombs during World 

War 2 and looks quite altered. “It is frequently 

asserted that the work force was largely female 

and it is sometimes referred to as ‘The ladies’ 

bridge’” (Wikipedia).

The visually repetitive traveling sequences that Alan worried about are strung between a series of  large open architectural studies that, if  drawn in great detail, I felt would create a pattern to hold the reader’s interest through the chapter. They also established the points on the map that would later be joined up to make the London pentacle.  These  are  the  ley  lines  that  would  be  the  flight  path  of   Gull’s  “ascension” 

in Chapter 14 (not that I knew this at the time). The huge churches were also sombre polarities in later episodes, sucking wrongness into their vicinities. 



A young artist named Steve Stamatiadis 

assisted me on this chapter. I’d letter and lay out 

these architectural pages and tape the relevant 

photos to the boards. He would rule up the 

perspective  lines  and  fill  in  the  laborious  detail. 

Steve’s own style was derived from manga and 

I’m sure he regarded his couple of  months with 

me as drudgery. He didn’t want to come back for 

chapter 5. But he did well, and he worked with 

me on another book that never got published. 

Nowadays he runs his own video games company 

and employs people to do the laborious stuff. 



So then I’d take the neatly ruled 

“technical drawings” and add light source and 

atmosphere, with particular attention to the time-

of-day plan that had been worked out. You can 

follow the sequence from midday to dusk in the 

four images shown here. 





Part 2: Alan Moore’s London

Alan imagined the chapter’s closing image 

as a double-page spread. Given that the story was 

to appear in the anthology  Taboo, each issue a thick squarebound book, I figured that was too complicated 

and made it just one page (left). Since I had already 

added a page at the bridge, the count still totaled 38. 

For this last one I asked Steve to pencil it based on 

three photocopy references I had lined up, but whose 

perspectives didn’t quite correspond. However, when 

I  came  to  the  final  decision  on  it  I  found  that  while it was a great piece of  drawing, I couldn’t “see” the 

necessary atmosphere using this approach. I glued the photocopies onto another board and attacked them with ink, adding and subtracting details to pull the parts together. 

Recently I came across Steve’s unused pencil drawing on the back of  a contemporaneous page of  art from  Doing the Islands with Bacchus.  That’s it below.

This page of  FROM  HELL first 

appeared in  Taboo #6, in July 1992, eight 

months after the previous chapter. We were 

109 pages and some three and a half  years in, 

and we’d only just arrived at the first murder. 



This chapter was the one in which Pete 

Mullins started assisting me in what would 

amount to an almost full-time capacity for 

about five years, and on occasion after that. He 

worked on backgrounds at first and eventually 

some secondary characters. He had more liberty 

on my  Bacchus stories. If  you think you can 

always separate what he did from what I did, 

then you have a better eye than either of  us. 

Things do tend to look a bit sharper after this, 

but I was heading in that direction anyway. 



The thumbnail sketch is from Alan’s 

notebooks. He sketched each page in miniature 

entirely for his own benefit as an organising 

procedure prior to typing the scripts and I 

believe he worked this way on all his books. 

His verbal descriptions are so detailed that 

the sketch is often remarkably similar to the 

finished design even though I never saw the 

sketch. Worth noting on this one is that Alan 

has replaced a provisional title. The scored-out 

one reads “Grand Work” (“Grand work it shall 

be,” said Gull in Chapter 4, page 5 [p67 here]).

US. (YOU SEE WHAT A SEMANTIC MUDDLE YOU GET INTO WHEN YOU START USING CINEMATIC 

TERMINOLOGY? “ZOOMING SLOWLY”.) ALTHOUGH THE SNOWFLAKES STILL BOWL IN A LUMINOUS 

FREE-FALL ACROSS THE FOREGROUND OF THE PANEL, WE CAN NOW SEE THE HOUSE IN MUCH

LONG NIGHTGOWN PULLED UP IN A CRUMPLED RUCK TO JUST ABOVE THE BREASTS AS SHE LIES FACE 

UP BENEATH HER HUSBAND. THIS IS KLARA HITLER, FORMERLY KLARA PÖLZL, AND AS WE SEE HER 

HERE SHE IS TWENTY-EIGHT YEARS OLD. THE MAN ON TOP OF HER IS ALOIS HITLER OR HIEDLER, AND HE IS FIFTY-ONE YEARS OLD. AS WITH THE HOUSE IN WHICH THIS IS HAPPENING, I HAVE NO 

VISUAL REFERENCE FOR EITHER OF HITLER’S PARENTS. IF YOU CAN’T FIND ANY EITHER, THEN 

JUST GO AHEAD AND MAKE THEM UP. I SEE BOTH OF THEM AS BEING QUITE FLESHY PEOPLE, NOT 
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ESPECIALLY ATTRACTIVE IN ANY OBVIOUS PHYSICAL SENSE. AS ALOIS GRUNTS AND THRUSTS ON 

TOP OF HIS WIFE, HIS OWN NIGHTSHIRT HAVING RIDDEN UP TO HIS WAIST TO REVEAL A DIMPLED 

AND CORPULENT BEHIND, BOTH OF THEIR EYES ARE CLOSED. ALOIS CLOSES HIS EYES WITH A SQUINT OF MIGRAINE-INDUCING EFFORT, WHILE KLARA CLOSES HERS TO ESCAPE TO SOMEWHERE 

WITH A MORE PLEASING VIEW. FROM OUR VANTAGE POINT AS WE LOOK DOWN INTO THE ROOM WE CAN 

SEE MOST OF THE BED, AND WE CAN PROBABLY SEE THE TWO BODIES MORE OR LESS FULL FIGURE 

HERE AS THEY LIE THERE ON TOP OF EACH OTHER. LIT BY THE CREPUSCULAR YELLOW GLOW OF THE 

OFF-PANEL OIL LAMP, THE LEANING SHADOWS MAKING SOMETHING STRANGE AND FANTASTIC OF THE 

SCENE. IT IS THE LIGHTING OF A CRIMEA SURGICAL TENT, OR THE MURDER ROOM IN A VICTORIAN 

MELODRAMA. THE BALLOON, BELONGING TO ALOIS HITLER, IS NEVERTHELESS TAILLESS AND FREE 

FLOATING, HANGING THERE IN THE FOREGROUND AMONGST THE TUMBLING SNOW.

ONCE AGAIN, THE PAGE IS DIVIDED UP INTO THREE HORIZONTAL PANELS, EACH TAKING UP A FULL TIER. IN THIS FIRST PANEL WE HAVE A CLOSE-UP SHOT OF POLLY NICHOLS, ASLEEP, TO 

MATCH THE IMAGE OF THE SLEEPING WILLIAM GULL THAT CLOSED OUR LAST PAGE. SINCE THE 

NEXT SIX PAGES DEPEND TO SOME DEGREE UPON THE RHYTHM OF THE ALTERNATING CROSS-CUTS 

BETWEEN GULL AND POLLY, MAYBE IT WOULD LOOK GOOD IF YOU FOUND SOME SIMPLE VISUAL WAY 

TO DIFFERENTIATE BETWEEN THE WORLDS OF THE TWO CHARACTERS. PERHAPS, FOR EXAMPLE, YOU 

COULD UTILIZE A LOT OF EMPTY WHITE SPACE IN THE IMAGES OF GULL, WHILE WITH THE SHOTS

In  Jack the Ripper — A Legacy in Pictures,  Clive Bloom wrote in the caption to a photo:  “In this 

 publicity shot for The Hands of  the Ripper  (1971), Eric Porter is caressed by 

 actresses  dressed  in  the  obligatory  boas  and  feathers  which  always  signify

 fallen  women  in  such  films.  The  costumes  are  Victoriana  rather  than 

 Victorian.”   I used to fret about stuff  like that a great deal. William Gaunt, in  The Pre-Raphaelite Tragedy,  observed that the Victorians wore their clothes “an unconscionably long time,” and he wasn’t talking about the poor folk.

BACK TO POLLY FOR THIS FIRST PANEL. SHE IS NOW IN THE EARLY MORNING STREETS OF 

THE EAST END. THERE ARE CABBAGE LEAVES IN THE GUTTER, AND THE GAUDY TISSUE-WRAPPINGS OF EXPENSIVE TANGERINES. ALONG WITH A COUPLE OF OTHER ANONYMOUS 

WOMEN, POLLY STANDS NEAR A PUBLIC HORSE TROUGH STRIPPED TO HER PETTICOATS. SHE

You may notice that my pictures for 

this page do not follow the framing instructions 

in Alan Moore’s script. In my head, I was trying 

to get a clearer impression of  the action in this 

scene.  The  first  problem  to  be  addressed  is  the 

idea that we’re always looking through a camera. 

In a comic book script it shows itself  in ways that 

we have long stopped being conscious of. For 

instance, the writer will automatically describe a 

view as being in long-shot or close-up. We tend 

to forget that these are movie terms. They have 

entered into everyday usage. But looking further, 

if  we place a long shot beside a close up, we’ve 

introduced another cinematic technique, that of  

“cutting.” And another is “tracking.”  One of  

my guiding principles in making comics, long 

before  FROM HELL came along, was to eliminate 

unnecessary cutting and replace it with an observation of  body language. In order to record subtle interactions between two bodies, they both need to be seen in each and all of  the pictures. My thoughts along these lines developed after reading an interview with artist Bernard Krigstein in which he expressed a feeling that the excessive fragmentation you get in comics goes against pictorial logic and usually works against the drama that the artist is supposed to be expressing. He felt that the Will Eisner  way  of   doing  things  had  led  comics  down  the  wrong  path.  On  finding ourselves in the cramped space of  this carriage, I reasoned that moving a hypothetical camera around would distract from the action, and also the words, and framed the  scene  as  a  repetitive  set-up.  I  can’t  remember,  and  have  no  justification  for,  why I left Gull’s hat on. I’m a hat nut.

To this end, 

I started the series of  repeated panels on the 

previous page. Altogether there are 28 of  

them. In retrospect, I think this is a cinematic 

idea, and the movie makes more of  it than I 

have.

T aboo  was a grand idea, an anthology whose goal was to present the most radical of  artistic outrage in the comics medium. 

It was Steve Bissette’s project. Steve and Alan had worked together on the well received  Swamp Thing horror comic and under the  influence  of   self-publishing  guru  Dave  Sim,  both  Steve,  as Spiderbaby Graphics , and Alan, as Mad Love, had set themselves up as small publishers. Both found the challenge overwhelming and threw in the towel by the middle of  the  1990s. The sixth chapter was the last one to make its initial appearance in  Taboo,  in Issue #7, late 1992. 

  

 Taboo was bound up in the conception of   FROM  HELL 

and publisher/editor Steve Bissette did a great deal to make it work. For example, for Chapter 6  he undertook  a load of  research into the movements of  Buffalo Bill during 1888. We couldn’t place him where we needed him so we had to settle for a poster of  him and a stand-in named 

Mexican Joe. 



I didn’t think an irregular 

anthology was the best place to 

be running an ambitious serial 

and I pressed to get it out of  

there. 



We attempted to collect 

it in self-contained volumes 

beginning with prologue and 

chapters 1 and 2 in April 1991 

with the publisher Tundra, 

but this stalled. A new printing 

plus a second volume with

chapters 3 and 4 came out  in 

June 1993, but things didn’t 

pick up until Kitchen Sink Press 

took over the Tundra operation 

later that year, with Volume 3 in 

Dec 1993 reprinting Chapters 

5 and 6. (see pages 98-101 for 

cover gallery). I can no longer 

recall the precise order of  







things, but chapter 7 must have been sitting on the shelf  a long time before its publication in its own volume in June 1994, as I made a reference to it in my  Dance of  Lifey Death pages   in August 1992 (it’s in the big Alec book; see here page 174). 

  

 FROM HELL was winning awards from its early days in  Taboo, I think beginning with an Eisner in 1993, and then there was a Harvey the year after that. The one in the background of  the photo at left is the SPX Ignatz brick. We got that in 1997, in that halcyon age before 9-11, when it was still possible to take a brick in your cabin carry-on baggage. 

Every winner of  the Ignatz Award has an 

anecdote about getting it home. 



The beast in the foreground was given 

to us by the International Horror Critics 

Guild, for Best Graphic Novel, 1995. It was 

the second year of  the IHG Awards and they 

were  still  figuring  out  how  to  do  it.  Nancy 

Collins, founder of  the award, phoned me and 

asked if  the plaster-cast gargoyle statuette had 

arrived in one piece. I said yes, sure, it arrived 

fine. In fact it arrived in a multitude of  pieces, 

all broken up and it was quite a challenge 

gluing it all back together, to the excitement 

of  my kids. If  you look closely you can see the 

various lines on the wing where the parts were 

re-attached. But I didn’t want to cast a shadow 

over such an impressive endeavour. Nancy was 

very pleased to hear it as it was the only one 

of  the awards sent out that arrived undamaged, 

and proved that the idea was a good one after 

all.

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Fred and “Emma” 

Following the first of the murders, Chapter 6 introduces to  FROM HELL 

the police and the official investigation, with Fred Abberline unhappily called in to head it. The rest of  the chapter is full of  autopsy and inquest and introducing key people in positions of  authority. Then we go to Fred’s extended gripe about Whitechapel, quoted pictorially in my Introduction. At the end of  that we left him just about to walk into the Ten Bells Pub. Here he finds himself  talking to a woman who calls herself  Emma. This was Alan’s invention, “for dramatic purposes.” It was a way of  enabling a couple of  turns in the story, such as Abberline’s hatred of  prostitutes and Kelly’s raising of  enough  funds to get out of  the country, her attempt at blackmail having turned sour. Formally, the device would also weave together two major threads that might otherwise be in danger of  

being separate stories. In other words, when all the theorizing and sifting of  evidence is done, it’s the storyteller’s art that counts. The quality of  this may be gauged by comparison 

with the movie, which seized upon the device as a way of  

getting a romance between the attractive leads into the 

production. If  Alan hadn’t put it there in his own way, 

they’d have had to make it up. 



So Emma is really Marie Kelly, except of  course 

we can’t actually say that since there is no evidence that such a meeting ever occurred, and we’ve set ourselves the discipline of  avoiding any contradiction of  recorded facts. 

Alan wanted to have a scene depicting such a meeting but 

in which nothing was given as fact, so it was written in a way that “Emma” was only ever seen partially, a hand coming in from off  panel, 

“EMMA” IS REACHING ONE HAND INTO THE PANEL AND 

STARTING TO LIFT HER GLASS... 

or we’re looking from her point of  view:

“EMMA” IS STANDING TO THE RIGHT OF THE PANEL AND WE 

ARE LOOKING DOWN OVER HER SHOULDER... 

Given that this was spread over two pages and was a 

situation that we would be returning to, I thought that 

might  feel  inauthentic,  not  just  using  filmic  technique, but almost the anachronistic technique of  the televised 
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interview, in which the interviewer is known to be 

off  screen but is only heard and half-seen. Or else 

it was Will Eisner’s Octopus, of  whom we only ever 

saw the distinctive gloves, and that was played for 

comedy. I don’t wish to imply that Alan doesn’t know 

what he’s doing, but rather that this was a problem 

best solved at the art stage. 



I  figured  it  was  within  the  bounds  of  

authenticity that a person can be seen across a 

crowded bar, but who never quite turns our way for 

a clear identification. So I asked Alan to let me just 

draw Marie Kelly from the back without showing 

her face. The reader can read that “Fred” is giving 

himself  a false backstory (“a saddlemaker, like 

me dad”), so it’s plausible that “Emma” is doing 

likewise, and we can trust the reader’s intelligence 

to figure out what we’re up to. Alan agreed to give 

it a try, and I drew it that way. Most readers got it, 

I presume, but to this day I still occasionally read 

that Eddie Campbell’s women all look the same. 



My thinking about the book was that 

it needed a drawing style that could embrace 

ambiguity and hypothesis while still presenting a 

literal narrative happening in front of  us. Such 

and such a  person could have been in the room, 

but  we’re  not  saying  it  definitely.  Let’s  draw  that other person just so until a better description 

turns up. The situation called for a kind of  

ambiguous drawing that I shall name here “the 

graphics of  theory and guesswork.” And  I’ll come 

back to it  later. 

 On facing page, Mary Kelly as last seen in Chapter 3, when she walked from Cleveland Street to Whitechapel. On this page left and above, “Emma”  (thus named in the script in this and her later appearances) in Chapter 6.)

I didn’t have a clear  grasp of the 

layout of  this room in 1993, but I read now 

that it was a “single twelve-foot-square room, 

with a bed, two tables and a chair and a wash-

stand.”Above the fireplace hung a print of   The 

 Fisherman’s  Widow.  It’s described as cramped, 

but it sounds better than a couple of  places I 

lived in myself  in my early single days. I never 

had a fireplace, or a fisherman’s widow either. 

The fireplace should be facing the door, and the 

bed should be on the right as you come in. I 

think Rick Geary pointed this out at the time. 

There’s too much space in this room, (as there 

was in contemporary reportage drawings, but 

that’s no excuse).The problem could be solved 

by cropping everything more tightly (see detail 

after script). 





I couldn’t see how light could get 

from the window all the way across to Mary’s 

sleeping head, as requested in the script, so I let 

that one go. Believe it or not, even that has been 

thoroughly documented by the Ripperologists, 

though I didn’t have access to the details. 

Regarding an examination of  the photos later 

taken in the room:  “…in  the  middle  of  the 

 morning  of  November  9th,  1888,  the  sun 

 was  towards  the  south  (Mary  Kelly’s

This scene and the following one take place 

in the British countryside.

Holding the book at 

arm’s length, the contrast is between the scenes 

as a whole rather than components within each 

scene. To get a quick idea of  the effect, compare 

the reduced image at left with the one for Chapter 

8, page 12, coming up shortly.

This bucolic scene belongs to Cathy 

Eddowes and John Kelly. Scriptwise it’s a long 

one, coming in at over 1300 words when all its 

neighbours are under a thousand. Alan draws 

a page and then describes what he sees on it, 

what he sees in his mind’s eye more than on the 

paper. The panels he sees must be lifesize, as 

he sees what everybody’s wearing, and he tells 

me all the colours, even though I don’t need to 

know. He also spent more time than usual on 

this page’s thumbnail, working it in two different 

inks as though trying to penetrate its tiny 

mystery, the human fragility in that little sleeping 

figure. (You can see it in colour in Gary Spencer 

Millidge’s book, referenced elsewhere in here. 

Even on a whole notebook page surrounded 

by the thumbnails for the rest of  the chapter, it 

commands attention.)

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Chapter 8: a thought. 

I had the intention of including page 7 from this chapter, but when I reread  the script for that page, I was thrown for a loop because it wasn’t coming out the way I remembered it. But first, this is how things were tending to work in  FROM HELL: in Chapter 6, Fred Abberline has Polly Nichols’ effects on the floor of  his  office.  In  the  script  is  the artistic conceit that the 

clothes follow the form 

of  the woman after her 

moment of  death:

With 

regard to 

Liz Stride, there is also 

a moment that involves 

clothes, after Liz  has 

been thrown out in 

the street by Michael 

Kidney. In this case it’s a pre-echo, but remember that in the Architecture of  Time, “pre” 

and “post” are as arbitrary as reading left to right or right to left. Alan wrote very briefly, in contrast to his usual manner:

PAGE 7, PANEL 5. 

SAME SHOT. IN THE NEAR BACKGROUND LIZ TURNS AROUND AS SHE HEARS THE DOOR SLAM 

BEHIND HER, LOOKING BACK OVER HER SHOULDER AT US HERE. IN THE FOREGROUND, THE DOOR 

OF NUMBER THIRTY-THREE IS CLOSED ONCE MORE, AND LIZ’S BELONGINGS LIE IN AN UNTIDY 

SPRAWL ON THE PAVEMENT IN THE FOREGROUND. (No dialogue)

 (left, page 7, below page 33.)
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I can no longer recall whether I had the script for page 33 (the death) when I was drawing page 7 (the clothes). This was a chapter that did not come all at once: wrote Alan, in mock imitation of  Stan Lee’s chummy 1960’s Marvel manner. But I reasoned that as Mary Kelly got a pre-echo (see script on page 176 herein): (left Chapter 9 page 17, 

 below Chapter 10 page 

 30.)

And Catherine Eddowes got one

(page 142 herein):

 (left far, Chapter 8 page 

 10, left near, page 45.)

...then I should say that Liz Stride is entitled to one, and Alan must have just forgotten to include it. However, if  you were to say, “Yeah, but Mary Kelly didn’t get one until the next chapter, which you wouldn’t have known about yet!” then I would say: “Go back and read what I said above about the Architecture of  Time.”

Back in the crowded city. The middle 

panel is not the biggest close-up in the book (that 

being Gull’s eyeball on page 218 herein), but 

it’s pretty big. The page as a whole is somewhat 

out of  style with the previous meetings between 

Fred and “Emma,” because Pete Mullins does 

much of  the inking here. Pete would work with 

me for four days and on Fridays he’d stay home 

and do a full-page full-colour cartoon of  his 

own for a sexy Australian magazine. He drew 

that in what I would unhesitatingly call his own 

style, but it’s difficult to find anything of  “Pete’s 

Style” in the  FROM HELL pages (for example, 

Pete didn’t normally use nibs — see page 187). 

For that matter, I’ve never thought that Eddie 

Campbell’s style was in there either. 

For 

 FROM HELL I worked out a style by studying George du Maurier and Charles Keene, both of  London  Punch, much as Charles Dana Gibson must have done when he was starting out in 1886. When Pete came on board, he worked out his own version of  the  FROM HELL style. It’s sharper and more hard-edged than mine. 

Usually I’d rough the pages up a bit before closing on them, to preserve that ambiguous feeling that’s all through the book. But this two-page scene was so striking after Pete had done the finishes that I didn’t want to touch anything.

HIM ACROSS THE BAR FROM THE RIGHT, HOLDING OUT ONE HAND TO ACCEPT THE MONEY THAT 

ABBERLINE IS DROPPING INTO IT WHILE WITH HIS OTHER HAND HE PUSHES A PINT OF BEER 

ACROSS THE TOP OF THE BAR TOWARDS THE PLAINCLOTHES POLICE INSPECTOR.

The way I’d drawn these blokes, Pete thought they looked like the weasels out of an old version of  Wind in The Willows (not the ‘96 film obviously as this was earlier and they were too posh), and spent the rest of  the afternoon doing the voices. 
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Chapter 8: Netley’s horse. 



On pages 18- 19 of this chapter, Netley 

sits around feeling miserable and hopeless, has 

an affair with a pornographic image, and then 

gets up and we “cut to a shot” of  him leading 

the horse out of  its stable. Whose horse? How 

far away the stable? I did ask these questions 

at the time, but they got lost in the shuffle. 



The way we have depicted Netley, he’s 

certainly not a man of  enough substance that 

could  own  a  horse  and  carriage.  When  we  first 

see him in Chapter 1, he’s driving Prince Eddy, 

and he seems to be wearing a uniform of  some 

sort. We see him again in Chapter 2, whereupon 

it  is  clarified  that  it  was  he  who  passed  word 

up the line about Eddy and Annie Crook. In 

that scene he is to be Gull’s driver, as though 

he had been assigned the duty. I gave him a swish-looking limousine of  a carriage, with two horses, as requested in the script. Later, when it started to appear unlikely that he was still working under official sanction, that didn’t feel right and I tried to make it look less imposing, and with just one horse, without giving enough visual information to imply that it was a different rig altogether. 

Was he in the employ of  the Royal household, perhaps in a casual capacity? If  so, was there a Mason of  some rank in charge of  the royal stables? Was Netley moonlighting with official property, or does he have a horse on a payment plan? Was somebody somewhere worrying about why their horse was tuckered out when they got up in the morning? We see how everybody else in the book makes a living, but Netley is a mystery. 

Hey, I just want the details. I’ve known some scallywags who could always manage to obtain wheels for a Saturday night, and the details were always interesting, well at least to me. A few years after all this I was working on a western/detective adaptation from a movie script titled  The Black Diamond Detective Agency.  The hero of  the piece is on the lam, heading for Chicago. At some point, with the lights of  a town up ahead, he cuts his horse loose and slaps it on the rump, the way they do in that kind of  story. I ignored that and instead inserted a scene with him coming out of  a horse trader’s yard, counting the cash he’d just picked up. I figure a hero in a story is thinking about the coins in his pocket as much as I am. And I’m thinking about it all the time.

There’s a complicatedness to this scene 

that would have been beyond my ability when 

we started the book a few years before. It first 

appeared in volume #5 June 1994, just a few 

months before I set myself  up as a self-publisher. 

That isn’t relevant to the publishing of   FROM 

 HELL yet; I mention it purely to underline my 

growing confidence, where before it might more 

correctly be described as arrogance.

 The Obscene Publications Act relies upon this word “obscene” which 

 is a sort of Victorian, Biblical word. What is obscene? Nobody can come up with 

 a satisfactory definition. The Customs say, “Well, you try importing it, and we’ll 

 tell  you  whether  it’s  obscene.”  That’s  what  they  say.  “We’re  asking  you  to  play 

 Russian Roulette here. We won’t tell you what you can or can’t import. You try 

 importing it, and if we don’t like it, we’ll seize it 

 and  burn  it.  You  can  appeal  against  that,  but  if 

 you do appeal and lose, you might have to spend 

 time in prison.” (1996 interview w/Andy Diggle) By mid-1996, nine of  the ten volumes of   FROM 

 HELL had been published. We had a recurring problem of  some volumes being seized by British Customs so 

that shops couldn’t stock the series in its entirety. Tony Bennett’s Knockabout was a key distributor of  Kitchen 

Sink Press books in the UK. He had the idea to make a 

full frontal presentation to HM Customs. He indicated 

that he  “...would like to start importing this series,”  then  showed all the volumes as a pre-emption, pointing out where 
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the offences were, with the aim of  getting something in 

writing to present when problems  arise.  “The panels I have found are as follows,”  Tony wrote,   “Chapter1 page 3, Chapter 5 

 page 1, Chapter 7 page 10, Chapter 9 page 38.”  Two of  these I have already looked at here, with a third on this page. 

  

Customs responded:  “Thank you for identifying the 

 pages of  the series that you have your doubts over. I notice that some of  the pages you mention contain scenes of  mutilation. Such scenes in cartoon/comic form no longer fall within the import prohibition, although  the  sale  of   violent/horror  material  is  prohibited  by the Children and Young Persons Act 1955, for which the police have  responsibility  for  enforcement.  I  have  carefully  considered the contents of  all the books. Although there are one or two scenes which display minor scenes of  ejaculation and intercourse, I would consider  these  portrayals  to  be  borderline,  especially  when  taken into context with the book itself, and indeed the rest of  the series, which tell of  the horrors of  the ripper murders in Victorian London. 

 If  this is taken into consideration a court may conclude that the publications are not obscene. Therefore, in my opinion, none of  the volumes submitted in their present form are indecent or obscene and they would not breach the prohibition on importation of  indecent or obscene material established by S42 of  the Customs Consolidation Act 1876. With your permission I would like to retain all of  the magazines for future reference. Yours etc.” 

  

Having already put in so much work on it, we 

felt it only right that Knockabout become publisher of  

the UK edition of  the collected  FROM HELL in 2000. 

 The panels on these two pages are from one of  the scenes singled out  as  problematical,  pages  9  and  10  of   Chapter  7.  Annie Chapman has a regular weekly job of  bathing ‘the pensioner’ 

 (an invalided soldier rather than an ‘old aged’ pensioner in the modern understanding, a concept first introduced in Germany in 1885). He spends several panels being concerned about her welfare, she bathes him, and manually gives him an orgasm. 

 He sees her out, tying her hat ribbon for her. I can’t recall if  the two children walking past, holding hands, were in the script or my own  addition. I think I saw the pair among my assorted period reference photos and felt they belonged here.

The movie adaptation of  FROM HELL 

was pitched to us by producer Don Murphy in 

February 1994, before the book was complete. 

For  the  benefit  of   Murphy’s  Angry  Films,  Alan 

wrote a 5,000-word synopsis of  the work still to 

be done. That’s from Chapter 9 (not published 

till December ‘94) to the end. Describing this part 

of  the book, Alan wrote, “This chapter details 

 the increasingly chaotic period of thirty-nine 

 days  from  the  double  murder  of  Catherine 

 Eddowes  and  Elizabeth  Stride  to  the  eve  of 

 Marie Kelly’s murder on November 9th.  All 

 the characters are gradually driven to points 

 of  extremity  in  their  approach  to  the  final 

 apocalyptic  slaughter.” (I’ll refer to this document as the “1994 synopsis’”).     Chapter 9 is the longest chapter in the book at 58 pages.

There’s one person who was witness to more 

of  the  FROM HELL pages’ creation than any other, and that’s wee Hayley Campbell. I was working at home 

in the sole company of  my three year old daughter, 

when the gig came in, as depicted in this panel from 

 The Dance of  the Gull Catchers (right, top) .  The caption is Alan’s. A few years later, in 1993, we see her setting up her own desk, an upended cardboard box, next to 

mine. The words spoken in the second panel at right 

were the subject’s signing-off  phrase before retiring to bed every night; indeed she tells me that she used it in 

London recently, resulting in the immediate bafflement 

of  those present. 



It’s always been my habit to cut up books and 

rearrange their pages, keeping some, losing others. 

During this time wee Hayley Campbell was making 

her own compilations from the  Taboo leftovers. For example, she was very fond of  ‘The Eyes of  the Cat,” 

drawn by Moebius. I must have known about that one, 

because I stapled it together for her and drew a cover 

on it. But surely I was unaware of  the full extent of  her interest in horror. 



Let me acquaint you now with a document 

titled ‘The Ripper File’ in imitation of  Melvin Harris’ 

book, mentioned here on page 68. The pages of  this 

artifact were drawn by wee Hayley Campbell shortly 

after her seventh birthday, a date retrospectively 

deduced from external evidence, the excuse for their 

fashioning being a birthday gift box of  colour markers. 

Furthermore, one of  the pages imitates the cover of  

the Kitchen Sink Press edition of  From Hell volume 

#5, dated June 1994, which contained Chapter 8 (see 

page 100), and also Cathy Eddowes’ kidney. Hayley, 

in a very rudimentary drawing shows us: “Rotton 

Kidney on a Hang kachef.” (lower right). I can’t recall 

if  she sat beside me while I was working on my own 

version, but she has caught the flies that I missed. 
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Hayley’s  book consists of  35 A4 size 

loose pages in a binder. In it she catalogued, 

with one or two digressions, all the ways 

of  dying that she could think of. The first 

page cited above is followed by “Witches 

cooking babies”, “Being Shot,” “Being 

buried Alive,” “Being bitten on the neck by 

a vampire,” “Being hit by Lightening,” 

and “Being Basht to death,” (right, top) in 

which I suddenly realized that the victim of  

these horrors looks a lot like their author. 

You can see how it has gone completely 

beyond the parameters of   FROM  HELL, 

and who it was that put these notions in her 

little wee head is anybody’s guess. I hope you 

don’t think it was I. Nor do we use matches 

on the soles of  people’s feet in our house. 



“When your cut up while your 

sleeping”  came from the movie  Gorillas in 

 the Mist,  which she was probably encouraged 

to watch on account of  it being a nature 

film.  It  is  certainly  one  of   he  best  pages 

in the series, for the clarity of  its design, 

and the vibrancy of  its execution, the kind 

of  qualities we should try to steal from a 

seven year old. The “T-Rexs head”, one 

of  the thematic digressions I mentioned,  is 

cartooning on a higher level altogether. 



As to the long term effects of  all this 

upon her mental health, note that she has

The first thing I did when I signed up for FROM HELL was go out and buy a very old hat. It was made for a child or a very small person, or a large person with a very small cranium. Every time I needed to reference it on an actual head I had to call in one of  the kids. In fact, that was Erin wearing it on the back cover of  the first printing of  my own 1999 complete edition. This was it on the front cover, being an oil-painted darker variation of  the hat and grapes theme of  the first Tundra volume (page 105). The colour has never reproduced true, because I tampered with it in Photoshop to make it darker. Let’s see if  it does better this time.

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About  pen  nibs.  The degree of flexibility is the primary consideration. A fine little nib that suited my purposes was the Hunt 103 (first photo, left), used on the two portraits of  Gull. That little florette-shaped cut hole enables the tines to spread wide for great flexibility. The more rigid Gillott 209 is next to it. I used that for back-up, when I needed to get in closer and manoeuvre in a tight space. The one on the far right is the quite different crowquill style. This has a cylinder in emulation of  the bird feather from which it derives, as opposed to the flat reed in which the more flexible nibs originated. This style offered me a tighter control of  the linework, but with less thick-and-thin dynamics (see lower two panels.) On occasion I would come across  a box of  rare nibs. The large Brandauers came as a present one Christmas many years ago. I mentioned them on my blog and was contacted by somebody making a short film about the Brandauer company. He wanted me to make an appearance until I told him I live on the other side of  the planet.

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Chapter 9, pages 49-54: various comings and goings. 
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Chapter 9, pages 15-18. Alan uses a syncopation in which the long panels on the bottom tiers alternately conclude a scene or begin the next. This rhythm knits the chapter together.

One of  the saddening tendencies of  

comic books of  late is the habit of  getting literal. 

There are some obvious outward signs of  this. 

One such example is the decline of  the thought 

balloon. We hear the speech of  others, as seen 

in their speech balloons, but we are not privy 

to their thoughts and so, the theory goes, these 

should not be made visible. Thus in the more 

literal-minded comics of  our days, thought 

balloons have been expunged and replaced by 

the cinematic technique of  the voice-over. And 

as you know, I’m antagonistic to anything unthinkingly imported from cinema as though that were a more authentic medium. Another comics trick that has largely gone south is the talking building. This was a staple of  the newspaper photorealist strips, used as a way of  setting a scene while simultaneously jumping into the dialogue. It could also be a way of  breaking up a static conversation, by inserting an exterior view. But buildings don’t actually talk, so this too has been replaced by the caption. However, since we have done away with captions for the duration of   FROM HELL, we get to do the talking building. 

There’s another on page 31 of  this chapter. (see below). I may have drawn that one myself, but it’s one of  those instances where I can’t tell for sure.

Alan’s script for  the  first  page  of 

Chapter 10 is pretty much just stage direction, 

but I’ve shown a row of  panels from it. A year 

before we started on this chapter, Alan wrote: 

 “While gathering data to aid in From Hell ’s 

 reconstruction of the final murder, I was in 

 receipt  of  a  generous  offer  made  by  Martin

 Fido,  noted  Ripperologist  and  true-crime 

 writer.  Referring  to  details  unearthed  in 

 his  then  still-to-be  released  Compendium 

 and  A-Z  he  suggested  I  might  like  to  see 

 newly  published  post-mortem  details  that 

 related  to  Jack’s  final  victim,  the  hideously 

 mutilated  Marie  Jeanette  Kelly,  including 

 some previously undisclosed facial wounds. 

  

 “Now,  I  suppose  that  if  you  haven’t 

 been  somebody  who’s  spent  the  last  four 

 years  engrossed  in  coroner’s  reports  and 

 mortuary  photographs,  the  obvious  appeal 

; 

 of  such  enticing  information  might  be 

 conceivably  lost on you. ‘Does it matter,’ you 

 ask, ‘if the first  cut  was  made  in  the  face?  He  made  hamburger  out  of  the  poor 

 woman, for God’s sake! Who wants to know the precise order he did it all in?’

  “I do. I know it’s a sickness, but I do. You see, that first facial incision can 

 be  matched  exactly  with  cuts  in  the  bed-sheet,  which  means  that  when  she 

 saw  the  man  with  the  knife  crossing  over  the  dark,  twelve-foot-square  room  to 

 her  bed,  she  pulled  up  the  bed-covers  instinctively,  just  like  a  small  child 

 afraid  that  the  monsters  will  get  her,  to  cover  her  face.  It’s  so  poignant,  the 

 image: how can I resist it? 

  

 “The surge of excitement I felt on receiving the offer of yet more details of 

 the  hideous  things  that  were  done  to  this  woman  was  frankly  as  close  as  I’ve 

 come  to  pure  horror  throughout  this  whole  exercise.  Not  a  revulsion  at  what 

 had  become  of  Marie  Jeanette  Kelly,  her  purely  physical  disfiguring,  but  a 

 nausea  predicated  on  myself,  on  all  the  Ripperati,  fumbling  elbow  deep  in 

 pools  of  ancient  blood,  hoping  to  find  some  previously  undiscovered  talisman 

 amongst the viscous, clotted bedsands: half a railway ticket, or a broken comb; a 

 grape stem or ginny kidney.” (Oct 1993, introduction to the “Compleat Scripts.”) 213

Alternative scene:  In the 1994 synopsis, Alan had the murder being committed on the last page of  chapter 9, with a detail that doesn’t appear in the book, but is only referred to. 

 When she hears him enter and sees him walk toward the bed with the 

 Liston knife in his hand she pulls the covers up over her face in a reflexive, 

 child-like impulse and cries out “Murder.” Calmly, Gull stabs her twice 

 in the face through the raised bed sheet. In the lodging room upstairs from 

 number 13, a small cat wakes Marie’s sleeping neighbour by walking over 

 the back of her neck (and imagine that, if you will). The neighbour hears 

 a woman cry “Murder”, but as this is a fairly common East End cry, 

 she turns over and goes back to sleep. End of Chapter IX. 

 The detail of  the cat (“Diddles”) got moved to the dialogue of  the investigation in Chapter 11. 
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Chapter 10, pages 5, 8. 



And so Alan set about reconstructing 

 “The  precise  order  he  did  it  all  in.” 

He wrote, “Many  serial  murderers  prefer 

 to  mutilate  their  victims’  faces  first,  so 

 as  to,  in  effect,  dehumanize  their  kill 

 and  rob  it  of  identity,  thus  making  it 

 psychologically  easier  for  them  to  carry 

 out their further mutilations.”  (FROM HELL 

appendix 1, page 33). This raises the problem that 

I have been leading up to here. Alan wanted 

to leave it as a possibility that the person killed 

here was not Marie but Julia. This, you may be 

surprised to hear, remained uncertain right up 

until he finished writing the final chapter. 



The problem for me was what to show 

here before the face is destroyed. It wouldn’t do 

to only half-show it, or have it happen off-panel, 

as that would be construed as squeamishness. 

Since I was already juggling with “the graphics 

of  theory and guesswork,” I was ready for it. It 

occurred to me that we had never seen either 

woman at close quarters, or at least not in the 

way that we had seen Gull and Abberline. Thus I could draw a face and the identity could remain deniable. Like one of  those eyewitness situations: ‘can you tell us exactly what you saw?’ Or to put it another way, the reader must be as UNcertain that the person being murdered is Marie and not Julia, with a face visible, as they are elsewhere CERtain that “Emma” is Marie, with NO face visible. (excerpt from page 4, first tier at left)



Then there is the breast. He puts it on the bedside table. We are finished with neither the face or the breast.

In   FROM  HELL’s  appendix notes, 

Alan reflected upon   “the  view  of  life  that 

 doctors  have,  that  they  alone  have  been 

 elected  to  that  priesthood  that  may  look 

 upon  the  mysteries  inside  us...  I  hoped  to 

 create  within  the  reader’s  mind...  a  brief 

 glimpse through the alien eyes of something 

 that’s  emotional  response  to  mutilation 

 might be very different from our own.” (From Hell appendix 1, page 35.)

  

As to the art, I would have selected 

and pasted on xeroxes of  photos from a book 

on the human heart and then, since there 

were no characters to keep consistent,  either 

regular or hypothetical, Pete Mullins would 

have done the inking over it all to bring it 

into   FROM HELL stylistic territory. Taken out 

of  its context the page looks almost abstract. 

One comics formalist critic called it “savagely 

avant-garde.” The page that followed it, of  

which a part is shown at left, continues in the 

same manner. Note, by the way, that Alan refers 

to the victim as Marie Kelly in Page13, panel 1.

A gain often involves a sacrifice. The soliloquy in the office, not in this early version, would have looked foolish if  spoken by a man with his shirt off. 



CHAPTER X: THE BEST OF ALL TAILORS

  

  

 In contrast with our last chapter, this one is fairly simple to describe. It all 

 takes place in the room at Miller’s Court on the night of November 9th. Over thirty or 

 forty  pages,  in  excruciating  real  time,  we  watch  Gull  dissect  Marie  Kelly.  This  is  the 

 heart of his madness and his magic. This is the culmination of his blood alchemy. As 

 he works upon the dismantling of the human body, we see through his eyes, zooming in 

 along the coagulating tunnels of the arteries and orbiting around the cardiac cathedral 

 chambers of the cooling heart. We see the heraldry of the rib cage laid bare, and we hear 

 Gull describe the beautiful iridescent colours of the intestines as if they were a Cezanne 

 painting. Every so often we are allowed to pull back briefly from our rapture to see the 

 stark reality of the butchered woman on the bed beneath us, but then the hallucinatory 

 glow enfolds us and we start once more to cut and to excise, muttering to ourself as we 

 do so. The breasts are removed and placed upon the table. Reminded of the dome of St. 

 Paul’s cathedral, we laugh. After a while, we forget where we are and imagine that we’re 

 back in Guy’s hospital, delivering an anatomical lecture to a bunch of eager students. 

 The students sit behind us in their rows as we orate, all taking notes, their eyes bright 

 and fixated. Amongst them there are recognizable faces: Peter Sutcliffe, the Yorkshire 

 Ripper; Charles Manson; the Son of Man; and David Berkowitz, the Son of Sam. Gull’s 

 lecture drones on and the students’ hands move 

 across their notebook pages. 

  

 After a moment this delusion passes and 

 we are back in the room, looking at the butchered 

 body, which is now much worse than when we 

 last saw it. Realizing that the heart will need to be 

 burned to fulfill the ritual, Gull stokes up the fire 

 in the room by burning some old clothing that he 

 has found in one corner. The heat quickly becomes 

 fierce, partially melting the kettle that stands in 

 the hearth. Stripping to the waist, his pale and 

 pendulous  teats  bearded  with  fine  white  hair, 

 Gull  picks  up  his  knife  and  once  more  returns 

 to his work. The hours crawl by, marked in gore 

 and  hallucination.  He  removes  the  woman’s 
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 heart and burns it in the raging fire, the sweat and blood trickling down across his naked 

 belly. Angels are singing somewhere high above him. He licks his lips and tastes the holy 

 blood of saints, which by now he is covered with. The heart, being muscle, does not burn 

 easily, but eventually it is ash. Gull takes the pulverized remains of it to the front door 

 and scatters them upon the night wind in accordance with the ritual. This is the perfect, 

 sublime moment, frozen in the amber of Eternity. 

  

 The moment is followed by a sudden slump, a crash. The manic energy that has 

 been firing Gull for so many chapters finally drains from him and an uneasy depression 

 starts to slowly settle in. Returning to the room, he stares long and hard at the destroyed 

 body of the woman, and knows it for what it is. Donning his clothing untidily he stumbles 

 out into the dark pre-dawn streets and makes for where  Netley and the coach have been 

 waiting all this time, by the obelisk in Hanbury Street. As he passes in front of Christ 

 Church Spitalfields he sees a figure in Seventeenth century dress and wearing a white 

 periwig.

 Explaining that he wishes to walk for a while in order to clear his head, Gull dismisses the 

 coachman and walks through the dark streets of Whitechapel where he used to walk with 

 Hinton in the old days, wandering further north towards the sordid slums of Hackney 

 where Saxons once worshipped the murderer of the Moon in London Fields. 

  

 As  he  walks,  Gull  is  seized  by  the  horrifying  conviction  that  his  work  is  over 

 now. His pinnacle has been reached and now is past. He feels that it would have been 

 better  if  he  had  died  there  in  that  room,  united  with  Mary  Kelly  in  her  death,  their 

 glorious moment together, sustained for all time. Depressed and lost, he wanders down 

 Vallance Road. Passing a room of houses with cellar-rooms he hears a voice in the night, 

 a rough male voice that calls out “Come back, Jack, and die like a man!” He looks  round, 

 startled. A bright and unearthly light is issuing from one of the basement rooms in the 

 row (unearthly by Victorian standards, that is. Just plain electric lighting by ours).  Gull 

 sees  a  man  struggling,  trying  to  get  out  of  the  window,  another  man,  the  man  whose 

 voice Gull heard, hauls him roughly back in and glares out into the night. It is the 1960s 

 gangster, Ronnie Kray. Gull turns away and covers his eyes, trembling. When he opens 

 them again, the vision is gone. Shuddering against the November cold, Gull trudges off, 

 a frightened old man, alone in the ancient London night.

Hogarth’s series,  The Four Stages of   Cruelty,  is worth checking out for its own sake. Of  all his work, it’s the most easily readable to modern eyes. He portrayed the subject with little subtlety, intending it to be understood by “men of  the lowest rank.” In the first stage, his character, Tom Nero, is a child torturing a dog; in the second he is a man beating a horse; in the third he has seduced and murdered a woman; and in the fourth, the punchline, he has been executed and his body is being mutilated by surgeons in an anatomy lesson (see detail at end of  this selection).

 empty  paper  soon  after  I  finished  my 

 first novel, about two years ago. A family 

 friend  had  been  helping  to  archive  Isaac 

 Bashevis  Singer’s  belongings  for  the 

 university where his papers and artifacts 

 were  to  be  kept.  Among  the  many  items  to  be  disposed  of  was  a  stack  of 

 Singer’s unused typewriter paper...”  He kept the topmost of  these blank pages, and it became a spiritual talisman, launching an obsessive quest that led Foer to many blank pages, and ultimately to Freud and Anne Frank. 



We who get paid by the page (as I did in the original serialisation of  the present subject) don’t mind being asked to leave one blank; it’s like being told to take the day off. Part of  the “graphic novel” phenomenon is that we started getting chances to do comics for traditional “book” publishers, and one of  the aspects of  the comics world they have trouble getting a handle on is the idea of  “page rate.” In the book world you negotiate an advance and then write your book. When it’s finished it gets edited and made to fit into a format. Nobody talks about pages. Maybe a “novel of  70,000 words” 

approximately, but they don’t then go and count them unless the manuscript is obviously a gyp. And another thing they do that amuses me is they refer to a big pile of  comics artwork as “the manuscript.” But then I’m one of  those pedants who still chooses to differentiate between a typescript and a manuscript.

Back in the day, Kitchen Sink Press asked the question, innocently, as to whether the appendices, which had appeared in the serialisation, were to be included in the collected edition when they came to do it (which didn’t happen). 

Alan was adamant that they weren’t just optional attachments, but an integral part of  the structure of  the work. The radical notion of  a comic with 45 pages of  footnotes, plus an illustrated appendix, appealed to his sense of  novelty. It was another literary affectation to be adopted to expand the scope of  the “graphic novel!” Which is not to say that these appendices were some vacuous pose. They were in fact the perfect means to achieve the desired artistic ends. Having executed the grand corpus of  the work under severe formal restraints, a so-called “appendix” could blithely dispense with all austerities for the sake of  a grander overview. It could adopt  a completely different authorial voice. 



In retrospect I wish I’d left the spot illustrations 

out of  the first, the annotations appendix. A big 

43,000-word wedge of  text so goes against the verbal-

visual balance beloved of  comics theorists, and they’re 

always worth upsetting.  The Dance of  the Gull Catchers is a different matter, being a riot of  captions, timelines only slightly less complicated than the telephone

In 1994, you’ll 

 remember, Alan said he was undecided 

 about Marie’s fate. 

 An early version of  the movie script, by 

 Terry Hayes, was related to the book 

 only by rumour. The Rafael Iglesias 

 rewrite came closer, somewhat. 

 The movie option was renewed a couple 

 of  times, and I started to think it was 

 a grand way to make a living, by not 

 making movies. However, the film went 

 into production in 1998 and  was 

 released,  following a very low-key 

 launch, in 2001, the month after 9-11. 

 That was by no means the best time 

 to be putting out a movie full of  gory 

 horror and conspiracy theory. Johnny 

 Depp got to be in it.  People who 

 didn’t include Sean Connery, Anthony 

 Hopkins and Pete Mullins.

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Where does it leave us? 



Art Spiegelman lately laments that with comics’ conversion into a serious literature,  and  their  embrace  by  academia,  they  risk  losing,  or  have  lost,  their  raffish nature. His comics world begins with Kurtzman’s  Mad that primed a generation to laugh at holy cows and question everything and, by extension he argued, protest against war. Now we’re taken seriously. A medium that used to be kids stuff  is analysed in universities and we receive honorariums to speak at symposiums. 



We arrived at that by a complicated route. Art spent many years working for Woody Gelman at Topps bubblegum novelties. Gelman made a sideline for himself publishing, under his Nostalgia Press imprint, the great classics of  comics such as  Little Nemo  in  Slumberland,  in beautiful hardcover volumes. Many of  us looked at those and asked ourselves if  we might ever create a comic worthy to be dressed so handsomely, so respectably even. Gelman’s imprint appears, deleted but not removed, in the indicia of Speigelman’s first big take-me-seriously comics-as-art book,  Breakdowns.  Gelman may have been going to  fund it or something. But my point here is that I have for a long time felt that this was the real origin of  the idea of  the “graphic novel.” It left some of  us with a longing to get out from among the toys and other embarrassing baloney of  the comics market. Or as Alan put it when  Watchmen was hailed as a serious novel, “We were caught on the Main Street of  culture wearing our underpants on the outside.” 



FROM HELL was complete and in December 1999 appeared as one big book, published by myself, printed in Canada and distributed through U.S. comics channels. 

To my horror, I soon found it banned from importation to Australia. We had once again been censored! Australian Customs had sent a copy of  Volume 7, nabbed from a shipment from  Diamond  Distribution  to  Quality  Comics  of   Perth,  Aus.,  to  the  Office  of   Film and  Literature  Classification,  who  advised  that  that  it  should  not  be  imported.  Customs expanded the ruling to include my big collected edition. Two weeks in, I talked them into submitting the big book to the OFLC on the principle that context made it very different from the slim part-volume. The OFLC made a positive decision in two days. Question: How many of  the 12-person committee read the 576-page book in that time? 



However, before that point, and with 

the movie release impending, I reasoned that  

the solution to the problem was to get an edition 

published locally. I got on the phone to book 

publisher Random House Australia and sold 

them on the idea. And so at last there we were, 

for a season, standing proudly on the “main 

street of  culture,” arm-in-arm with  The Natural 

 Guide to Better Breast Feeding  and  The Dog Owner’s Manual.

The action of the prologue continued 

straight into the epilogue, but there were eight whole 

years between the former and the latter. “There’s no 

hurry,” Abberline says in one panel (coincidentally 

reproduced here on page 102). 

I no longer have the script for the epilogue. 

By the end of  the project, it was arriving one page at a time by fax, which you may remember used to be 

printed on light-sensitive paper that caused it to fade to nothing within weeks and be lost if  you didn’t xerox it

immediately. Script or not, I want to conclude with this 

page. What happened is that Anne, my wife, used to 

help out by erasing the pencil work off  the pages after 

they were inked, and when I missed inking Abberline’s small head in one panel, it was cleaned up and erased. The omission went unnoticed, and it was originally published that way. Thus the famous Invisible Fred Abberline. Dave Sim and Alan Moore seized upon it, mocking it mercilessly in a fax-to-fax chat Dave set up, to celebrate the conclusion of FROM HELL. This interview was serialized in the back of  Sim’s monthly comic book, Cerebus (A Correspondence From Hell, extract from part 1 in #217, April 1997). Dave, who had visited me and taken note of  how I do things, tried to get Alan’s goat by telling him that I don’t actually read his scripts, but have an assistant who does that for me and goes through underlining the minimum number of  phrases that I need to know to make each picture.

TO REFRACT LIGHT AROUND IT LIKE A KLINGON SPACESHIP SO THAT THE INSPECTOR 

RESEMBLES SOMETHING OUT OF MAGRITTE WITH HIS BOWLER FLOATING THERE SUSPENDED 

ABOVE THE EMPTY COLLAR OF HIS COAT.

The visit of  Dave Sim was the one in 1994 during which he taught me how to publish my own comic books, just as he had already shown Alan and Steve Bissette how to do it. I had put out fifty issues of  Bacchus, more or less monthly, when in 1999, after the demise of  Kitchen Sink Press,  FROM HELL was suddenly without a publisher. At first 286

I felt that the scale of  the project put it out of  my 

league (576-page book with a movie tie-in). However, 

inspired by the enthusiasm of  my U.S. arm, Chris 

Staros of  Top Shelf  Productions, I decided to take 

it on. There was some legal messing about to get 

the rights clear, which involved writing off  $15k in 

amounts owing. 

The collected edition was a runaway hit. 

Then a problem arose. The shape of  the business 

was changing fast. It was no longer just a matter 

of  getting comics into comic shops. The comics 

distributors had been going bankrupt one by one 

until out of  the original fifteen or so, only Diamond 

was left standing. Now we also had to deal with 

the book trade to have any chance of  surviving,  Inked sketch for the painting for a  Bacchus comic book cover shown on page 179. 

and that’s a completely different world. We 

found a book trade distributor (LPC) , but in 2002 they filed for bankruptcy (owing us about $50k at the time). I threw up my arms in despair, and with the sixth printing Top Shelf  became  FROM HELL’s fifth U.S. publisher. They’ve been doing a grand job of  it ever since. 

Composing this  Companion   was almost like doing  FROM HELL over, but at high speed, not just the fictional story but the planning and publishing ones too. In coming to the end, there’s a sense of  closing all the files in turn that have been left open, before switching off. Everything that has gone before is shown to have a formal and narrative purpose; the architecture of  time, Alan Moore’s London, the natural urges of  little people, Cleveland Street, the two old codgers on the beach. It was just a hat that was missing the first time. I see it  as I rush back through the way stations of  our colossal construction. All the people that I worried I could never quite bring to life now sadden me with their last glimpse. I’d start over but it would break my heart.
