As expected, I was quite a bit faster than they were thanks to the difference in rank, but it was a bit difficult to actually attack them due to their numbers. It seemed a bit cruel to leave these guys to Allo and the others right now. After all, rank B was fairly strong. I wasn’t sure if I could protect Allo, Nightmare, and Treant in a melee. And besides their speed and numbers, they had many skills that weren’t well detailed—and most of all, they fought at long distance. It looked like I’d finally run into someone other than myself who used Whirlwind Slash.

Whirlwind Slash was quite strong. It wasn’t as powerful as a striking attack, but its attack power was close to that of a splitting attack. Once you got used to it, you could shoot it at will, and it had quite a long range. The time it took to shoot was quite fast for the magic system. It was also ideal for restrained attacks and hunting weak enemies. Even against equals, depending on the opponent’s type, you could still potentially take them down if you kept your distance and fired with reckless abandon.

It used about one-sixth of my MP, which was no small amount for an Ouroboros like me. Sirens had quite a bit of MP themselves, but if they’d just been fighting Adams, these creatures should have lost some of their MP and not yet fully recharged. It would be a bad idea to just recklessly shoot off a Whirlwind Slash, but it was worth considering as an opening attack. If they were to fire Whirlwind Slash at Allo and the others, then I would have no choice but to defend them.

Anyway, I figured it was best for me to take the lead. I stiffened my wings and began to flap to generate some magic-imbued wind. Then I channeled the power through my arms and out through my toes before sending out a Whirlwind Slash toward the leading siren.

At that time, the tone of the sirens changed. The three cries were aligned, and their voices rose together in harmony. The sound was beautiful, a stark contrast with their unpleasant appearance. The Whirlwind Slash hit…or so I thought. I felt a bit dizzy trying to track the leading siren, watching it split into two and fly left and right. Those two sirens divided further into two more sirens each. They each formed a pair and flew side by side in the sky.

What is this? They… They shouldn’t be able to do that.

No, no. I had experienced a similar situation before in the Harunae Desert. This was the hallucination skill, Mirage.

The Song of Illusion probably used their singing voices to produce the same effect as Mirage. There was no way a rank B monster could suddenly split itself in two like that. This made the battle all the less desirable. I wasn’t interested in fighting illusory enemies. I prayed hard, trying to shake off the hallucination—but all that happened was that the illusions started to appear slightly shaky, likely as a result of all three of them using their power at once.

It would be practically impossible to miss them if I just confirmed them using View Status, but it was almost impossible to do when they were flying side by side.

Damn! That was even after sending out three attacks!

The six sirens looked down at me with disgusting smiles on their faces, as if mocking me. Confusion, ­impatience, and hesitation washed across my face.

The two sirens in the lead slowed down a bit and joined the other two groups in gaining altitude. Then, they hovered in the air diagonally above me for a moment, moved their wings a bit, and shot a Whirlwind Slash.

Between the real sirens and the illusions, a total of six Whirlwind Slashes rained down on us.

Oh no, that was just way too many. Though I knew that half of them were illusions, if I made one wrong move, I could put Allo and the others in danger. I had no choice but to go on the defensive. But if I kept up what I was doing, I’d run out of choices fast. Since I wasn’t willing to gamble on which ones were real, I had no choice but to take the safest route.

Suddenly Allo landed on my shoulder.

“Curse!”

From Allo’s hand, three sinister lights emitted and rose into the sky, trailing a line of black. However, Curse’s light was weak and slow. This obviously wouldn’t hit the sirens. They had a high curse resistance, anyway, so it wasn’t like we could expect much of an effect even if it hit. I hadn’t used curses all that much, in any case so I didn’t know much about them, but from my experience with Dragon Scale Powder and Demon’s Breath, the impression I had was that they were a delayed poison rather than a special healing condition. They weren’t of much use in direct combat.

Hey, Allo, stop moving around so much. These guys are seriously dangerous. 

Something occurred to me, though: Allo was unique among the undead as she had the skill Nullify Status Abnormality. Hallucinations didn’t usually seem to be reflected in status ailments, but there was also a skill called Illusion Resistance. Did Allo’s Status Abnormality Nullification offer resistance to illusion-type skills? 

It was worth a shot.

I focused only on the siren who Allo had shot the Curse at and who attacked us with the Whirlwind Slash. I extended my tail toward Treant and unleashed Whirlwind Slash at one of the sirens. My bold movements startled the sirens, making them tremble. Two Whirlwind Slashes approached me from the front, released by the siren flying in the lead. It was a lot faster than the other two, probably because of the difference in magic power.

I thrust my head forward and caught one of the Whirlwind Slashes head-on. Intense pain slashed across my face, and a gash opened from the top of my forehead to the bottom of my left eyelid. Blue blood dripped into my mouth. Well, I could at least take a single blow.

The other Whirlwind Slash, as Allo had been showing me, was just an illusion: Before it reached me, it became a bubble of light and disappeared. Allo placed her hand on my head and seemed to be preparing to use her skill, but then she looked at me with a smile and withdrew her hands. Apparently if I hadn’t cleared my head on my own, she would have done it for me.

I turned to see how Treant and Nightmare were doing.

Nightmare was crouched on the ground, curled up with its legs bent. I guess it knew that bad things awaited if it wasn’t careful. Depending on the situation, not moving at all could be an issue in its own right, but frankly speaking, now that I was thinking clearly thanks to Allo and Partner, it was clear that Nightmare and Treant were having a hard time.

Treant was staggering and wandering away from me.

Dammit, you’re just confused! Just try to emulate Nightmare here!

“Gyashaaa!”

Treant let out a roar and a circle of black light spread around it: Gravity. Well, it’d been a long time since I last heard Treant raise his voice like that. It’d been acting much more passive lately. Treant seemed to have put all its MP into that Gravity, and me, Allo, and Nightmare were all within range of the ensuing pressure.

Allo, leaning against my neck, managed to only get hit in one of her knees, but Nightmare, who was already crouching, was struck head-on by the mysterious gravitational wave, and its feet sunk deeper into the ground. It would be bent up onto itself in no time at all.

Dammit, you’re a pretty useless ally, but the moment you turn into an enemy, you use your best attacks!

“Groooowl!”

I roared and shot a Whirlwind Slash at one of the remaining sirens, but my vision was blurry, and the Whirlwind Slash flew far below its mark. Damn, I needed to try to aim a little higher.

Another siren launched a Whirlwind Slash from behind me. I flicked it with the tip of my tail and took the blow directly. The two sirens circled around me, singing a discordant song. As I expected, she was a recovery-specialized type. Her MP was high, and her agility was on par with other spirit classes. It would be a good idea to eliminate Eve first. If I had a straight-up fistfight with the muscle-bound Adams, I could just beat them down over time. But with Eve, who could keep healing them over and over again, they would be nearly unbeatable. These Adams’ levels were lower than that of the individual I’d fought before, though, and my level had risen considerably since then.

Eve’s HP was extremely low, so if I got a good hit in, I should be able to kill her in one blow. However, her agility was even higher than an Adam’s. She was nearly as fast as me, even though her rank was lower than mine. Adam would also surely try to protect Eve.

Her attack power was low, but I couldn’t underestimate her: It was still enough to take down Allo and the others.

The question was to what extent the Adams would protect her. They may have come up with a combat strategy with two Adams protecting Eve as a healer. I had to discern the intentions from my opponents’ movements and change the way I moved according to their pattern.

Once we were ready to start moving, I might give them an opening to use Eve’s Hi-Rest. If that happened, we had no chance of winning. Recovery magic was extremely convenient to use on yourself, but it was really troublesome when your enemies used it.

There were three possible patterns. Would they all act together, or would one of the Adams stick with Eve? I’d appreciate it if they stuck together—it was easier to fight when your opponents’ movements were severely restricted. 

First of all, I needed to watch our opponents’ approach.

Whoa, it used Physical Barrier—that’ll help boost my physical defense!

That was great. Even if Treant’s own stats were too low for it to act as a tank, he could use its support magic skills on the rest of us. It was definitely better than nothing.

This is awesome! Keep it up! Treant hadn’t had many opportunities to use these skills, what with being turned to stone and then attacked by Confusion so soon after evolving. Feel free to keep it coming, Treant! 

Perhaps excited at all the praise, Treant puffed out its trunk proudly. After that, it cast Physical Barrier on Allo and Nightmare as well. Even with this buff, though, those two would die immediately if they were hit by Adam, so it almost seemed like a waste of MP. Allo stroked Treant’s trunk and praised it for its achievement, but Nightmare only glanced at Treant in annoyance.

The two Adams rushed forward at the same time and picked up speed as they moved away from Eve. I see. I’d assumed one of them would stay with Eve, but maybe due to Eve’s speed, they deemed her capable of defending herself. My best option was to take advantage of the enemy’s tactics and take Eve down. I shot Allo and the others a glance, ordering them to wait.

Allo would be an important force in this battle. However, if she was attacked by an enemy, two shots would be more than enough to take her down. We would need to be careful about the roles each member played.

I jumped forward, stepped in front of the two Adams, and tried to crush them with my front foot. The Adams jumped to the left and right and split into a pincer formation against me.

I fired a Whirlwind Slash at Eve, who was a little farther in front of me. Eve started moving at the initial stage of my attack, moving at high speed on her one leg and dodging the attack completely. My triple Whirlwind Slash made a big crack in the stone floor where it landed.

He evaded my talons by a hair’s breadth, leaped on top of them, and quickly kicked them to jump one more step and approach my face. The Adam was quick and strong. Opportunities to unilaterally attack against these two did not come easily, but as long as the opponent was engaging me at close range, it was easy to take the chance to attack if I was prepared to take damage.

I flicked my fangs, and the Adam changed his stance in midair. It seemed like he was aiming to kick me straight in the face. But my fangs were merely a feint: I immediately headbutted him in the forehead. His body slammed to the ground with great force, but he used the recoil from being hit to get up quickly. Gyah. That guy kneed me in the head! I attacked back while also protecting myself.

(“He’s jumped back in! They’re coming from above!”)

Listen, I know.

Apparently, behind me, Partner tried to strike Adam with our tail, but Adam merely kicked the tail upward. I didn’t see it, but because we shared the same physical senses, I could feel what happened.

I shot Scorching Breath at the ceiling. The Adam bounced up, ready to kick me, but I jerked my shoulders to stop him. The Adam above me was soon wrapped up in my Scorching Breath, and he disappeared. It should’ve been impossible to avoid it at this range; there was no possible escape from the fire. Even with Adam’s stats, he would still take a lot of damage if struck directly by the attack.

However, the Adam appeared through the scorching heat, riding on a hemispherical lump of dirt. It seemed like he’d immediately deployed an earthen shield with Clay. Huh, so it could be used that way as well? You learn something new every day. Slamming into my front leg, the Adam kicked the earthen shield away and dodged to the floor.

I smashed the earthen shield with a swipe. Before Adam could stand up, I extended my front claws and swung them toward him, though the Adam managed to jump back to escape.

I shook my front legs, rolled my body forward, and hit him in the side with my tail.

Title Skill “Dragon King.”

This is Alphis, the finest swordswoman in Lialum and a member of the Order of the Holy Knights.”

Alphis bowed her head with a sullen look. I mirrored it with a bow of my own.

N-nice to meet you. I don’t have any Title Skills important enough to attach to my name, but…

At this, Lilyxila covered her hand with her mouth and giggled. “I’m relieved to find that you’re exactly as I expected you to be. I don’t know what we would’ve done if we came all this way only to be attacked.”

Partner stared at Lilyxila suspiciously. Lilyxila glanced at her but quickly turned her gaze back to me.

And if I take any action against her, it could be used as an excuse for war between Lialum and Ardesia, which would only reduce human forces. I would like you to confirm with your own eyes that the Demon King has taken over the Princess’s body and then assassinate the Demon King.”

Normal Skill “Spirit Servant.” Allows user to bind the souls of monsters with whom a contract has been made and use them with the “Spirit” status condition.

Abnormal Status “Spirit.” Affected user takes on a spiritual form. Unable to gain experience points.

 

So…it made them into a spirit? Did that mean the Holy Dragon they rode here, Seraphim, was a spirit ­under Lilyxila’s command? It’d be pretty handy to be able to summon a rank A monster whenever you wanted. A skill like that without any restrictions would be terrifying in the wrong hands.

“Seraphim’s soul was sealed away in the statue of the Holy Dragon in Lialum,” she explained. “According to the statue’s description, it was left there by the previous generation to be used as a Spirit Servant for the next saint when they appeared.”

But wait, there’s still another thing I’m curious about with Lilyxila’s Title Skills. Along with “One Trusted by the Holy Dragon,” she also has “Subduer of the Beast King.” Does that mean…

“Yes, you seem to have the general idea. Seraphim is not the only Spirit Servant I can summon. When I maxed out my Spirit Servant level, I gained the ability to summon two spirit beasts simultaneously. I also possess the soul of the Beast King, Beelzebub, a vicious monster that I vanquished with help from the Holy Knights. However, that soul is quite difficult to handle, so I prefer not to use it unless absolutely necessary.”

Lilyxila has the power of three rank A beings at her disposal…? Well, if what she was saying was true, that monster was one she defeated with the help of Seraphim and the Holy Knights. If she wasn’t careful, it could even get strong enough to overpower her.

A mental image of three Eldias standing together in a row appeared in my mind. Yikes… I definitely don’t want to get on her bad side. I thought they were here to negotiate with me as equals, but with such a huge power gap, it doesn’t feel like I can say no.

The island that Illusia and his party have arrived at ­after leaving the human village is a terrifying place infested with all kinds of strange-looking, high-ranked monsters. Deep within the island, at the root of the Great Tree that towers over even the most massive of dragons, someone is waiting for Illusia and his friends…

As for the contents of the next volume, I would say that this is the first half of the story about the defeat of the Demon King. The main characters in this volume are the strong, fantastical enemies who appear one after another: Eldia, Illusia’s dragon father; Lilyxila and her party, who come to scout out the island; and Gyva. Look forward to seeing more of Gyva in the future!

Anyway, with that out of the way…Reincarnated as a Dragon Hatchling is finally on its seventh volume. Lucky number seven! To be honest, even including all the stuff I make just for fun, this is the first full-length novel series I’ve written that’s exceeded 500,000 words. I have experience writing 300,000- to 400,000-word novels, but Reincarnated as a Dragon Hatchling hasn’t just passed 500,000 words—it’s over 1,000,000!

Initially, I had guessed that it would be completed in about one million words, but at the current pace, it seems it’ll take a little longer… The series may be wrapping up to an end all at once with the next volume. I think I can finally see the finish line, but I wonder how many tens of thousands more words it’ll be by then…

It may not be my place to say so, but if any of the readers of this afterword are thinking, “I want to be a novelist!” I recommend that you start by writing short novels of about 50,000 or 70,000 words and get into the habit of completing them.

When I first started writing as a hobby, I remember that I would start out with an idea of nearly one million words and then give up on it after about 20,000 words. This happened over and over again for more than ten works. As those of you who have written before will know, writing requires a lot of power and patience.

Among the countless works I’ve written and thrown away, there was one that I stopped writing after 50,000 words for the setting and less than 1,000 words of actual text because I got tired of it. I spent much longer thinking about the setting. You may think, “Oh, come on, there’s no way that’s true, that’s ridiculous!” but I think it’s quite common for those who have experience in writing.

…Oh? It’s just me? That’s not true, is it…?

From my own experience, I’ve found that a novel doesn’t connect to its foundations much until it’s complete. It’s only after you’ve written the entire plot that you can go back and realize that you should’ve made the intro shorter or that you need to add more to the rising action and climax to make the conclusion land.

I believe that the ability to structure a story well is what usually makes a story good, but this structure doesn’t happen unless you complete the story first and then go back to look at the whole thing.

That’s why I don’t recommend going “I’ve worked the plot out to be a million words! All right, let’s do this!” As I mentioned earlier, writing takes patience, power, and time.

Some of you may think that I am doing my best, but I believe that the reason I’ve been able to write Dragon Hatchling up to this point is because of all the readers who have supported me. I definitely could not have come this far on my own. I’ve truly been blessed.

If it weren’t for you, dear readers, I might still only have the outline of a vast plot and 50,000 words written and saved somewhere in the depths of my laptop.

Thank you so much to the readers who have supported Dragon Hatchling since its web days and to the readers who support the book version too. Wait, you’re reading it on the web? Did you leave comments? And did you buy the book too?! Thank you! Thank you so much! Now, your next step is to review it on your blog, a certain jungle-themed mail-order website, and on the blue bird app, you know the one…heh heh heh.

This volume was released in June 2018, and, what a surprise, a volume of the Dragon Hatchling manga was released in the same month! Hooray! A round of applause! It’s the manga version of Dragon Hatchling, and it’s truly wonderful! The comic is full of enjoyable elements in each and every frame, especially the comical antagonistic monsters’ movements and Illusia’s facial expressions. It’s a work that you’ll never get tired of no matter how many times you read it! I’ve already read everything I’ve been sent ten times over.

There are many things I’d love to point out about the manga version, such as the main character’s flippancy, how cute the black lizard is, how ugly the horned rabbit is, and so forth. But because this is only an afterword to the book version, I’ll wrap things up here.
